The workshop will conclude with a session on deer control, plus a time for questions and 

answers.   

Kendall Dykhuis and Robert Olen, educators for St. Louis County Extension will be the 

feature presenters. The program fee is $20 per person, which includes the new Garden Fest, 

Bountiful Beans Cookbook and Resource Guide as well as handout materials and refreshments.
