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Foster Care Perspective on Fos/Adopt


Definition:  a foster home willing to work with and support reunification plans for a family and also consider being an adoptive resource for a child.

Referral Process:

· Family SW makes referral to foster care identifying their need for a fos/adopt home

· Foster care will provide them with foster care resources who have indicated a willingness to be fos/adopt.  This will be discussed at the beginning of placement and needs no further discussion until reunification efforts are not working and all family resources have been explored.

· Foster home is expected to fully support the family reunification efforts

· At 6 months, a review of these efforts is held and an assessment of progress is reviewed.  Assessment of child’s attachment to family and family to child should also be reviewed.  This should be reviewed by the family SW, foster care worker, and foster family.

· Support services to foster family need to be provided in preparations for possible adoption
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
