The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 3rd day of
January, 2006, at 9:37 A.M. in the forenoon in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth,
Minnesota, in annual session, it being the first Tuesday after the first Monday in January, the date set
by statute for such session. Upon a roll call by the Clerk, the following members were present:
Commissioners Dennis Fink, Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Keith Nelson,
and Steve Raukar - 7. Absent: None.

Donald Dicklich, St. Louis County Auditor, called the annual organizational meeting to order at 9:37
A.M. with all Commissioners present.

Commissioner Sweeney, Chair of the Board in 2005, presented a retrospective of the past year,
thanking fellow Commissioners for their cooperation and noting both successes achieved and
difficulties overcome.

Auditor Dicklich asked for nominations for Chair for 2006 and Commissioner Fink, supported by
Commissioner Raukar, nominated Commissioner Nelson. No other nominations were received.
Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to close nominations and elect
Commissioner Nelson as Chair for 2006 by unanimous ballot; seven yeas - zero nays.

Newly-elected Chair Nelson presented a plaque to Commissioner Sweeney commemorating her service
as Board Chair in 2005.

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 10th day of
January, 2006, at 9:33 A.M. in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota. The
meeting was called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis
Fink, Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson -
7. Absent: None.

Commissioner Fink began the meeting by presenting a Volunteer Excellence Award to Mona Johnson-
Cheslak, Duluth, for her tireless neighborhood volunteer efforts. Ms. Johnson-Cheslak thanked the
Board for the award and the neighborhood recreation grants to be awarded later in the meeting.

seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to
approve the Class “B” land exchange; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 38.

At9:55 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 679, adopted
December 20, 2005, to consider granting an off-sale intoxicating liquor license to Bois Forte
Reservation Tribal Council, d/b/a Ledge Liquor Store, Vermilion Lake Township. Alan Mitchell,
County Attorney, advised the Board that: all required county departments reviewed the application and
recommended approval; the Liquor Licensing Committee met with the applicants and after discussion
of the location and propriety of the business recommended approval; the Town of Vermilion Lake
reviewed the application and recommended approval; all required notices were given; and, the
required insurance certificate submitted. Andrew Datko and Bill Tibbetts, representing Ledge Liquor,
said they understood and would abide by the provisions of Ordinance No. 28 (Liquor Ordinance). No
one else addressed the issue.

At 10:02 A.M., Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to close the
hearing; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Sweeney,
moved to approve granting the off-sale license; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 39.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda and the following chose to do so:

Don Solem, Hunting Shack Lease Association, asked the Board to include his group when future
changes to the hunting shack lease program are considered. Mr. Solem said the Land Department has
been very cooperative and helpful.
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At the request of Commissioner Fink, Item No. 7 of the Consent Agenda (write-off of uncollectible
debt by the Department of Public Health and Social Services) was removed for separate consideration
under Health and Social Services Committee. Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner
Raukar, moved to approve the remainder of the Consent Agenda; seven yeas - zero nays.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to approve outdoor recreation
grant funding of $160,230 for various projects in Commissioner Districts 1, 2, 3 and 5.
Commissioners from affected districts expressed pleasure at results of the selection process. Gary
Eckenberg, Deputy County Administrator, in response to a question from Commissioner Raukar, said
signage was being prepared for each project site indicating County participation. Prior to the vote,
Commissioner Fink asked if his participation on the Neighborhood Housing Service (NHS) Board
might be considered a conflict of interest. It was the consensus of the Board that it was not and
Commissioner Fink was allowed to vote on the matter; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 40.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve conservation easements
for the State of Minnesota across certain tax forfeited lands. Mark Weber, Land Department, in
response to a question from Commissioner Fink, said one parcel was removed from the list because
special legislation incorrectly identified non forfeited land as part of the easement. The Department
will seek a legislative change before bringing the conservation easement back to the Board; seven yeas
- zero nays. Resolution No. 41.

Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve continuation of a
professional services contract with Judy Bernhardt for 9-1-1 addressing. Ross Litman, Sheriff, said
the contract is needed to reduce a backlog of address requests; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No.
42.

Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to approve a professional services
contract with Brian Toivonen for Geographic Information Systems (GIS) and mapping services for the
new Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) System; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 43.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve a closed session for
litigation purposes; seven yeas - Zero nays.

Item No. 7 of the Consent Agenda (bad debt write-off) was then considered. Commissioner O’Neil,
supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to approve the write-off. Commissioner Fink questioned
if all uncollectible debts - even those less than $10,000 - should be brought to the Board for approval.
Vicki Maher, Department of Public Health and Social Services, explained the composition of collected
debt and debt to be written off. County Attorney Mitchell said most outstanding debt is collected and
the write-off should be viewed in that context. Because some clients/recipients are and always will
be indigent, a certain percentage of debt will become uncollectible. Donald Dicklich, County Auditor,
said uncollectible debts less than $10,000 are reviewed by the Auditor and Administration prior to any
write-off. After further discussion, the resolution was approved; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution
No. 44.

Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to reconsider County Board
Resolution No. 24 (award of bids for legal printing), adopted on January 3, 2006; seven yeas - zero
nays. Marcus Hall, Public Works Director, said Resolution No. 24 directed that after July 1 all bids
and requests for proposals will only be advertised on the County web page. Federal highway project
regulations stipulate bid publication in newspapers and trade journals. Director Hall asked the Board
to amend the resolution to exempt road and bridge projects from the web site limitation.
Commissioner Forsman offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the makers of the original motion
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- to amend Resolution No. 24 by adding the Public Works exception; seven yeas - zero nays. (See the
minutes from the January 3, 2006, meeting for full text of Resolution No. 24)

Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to suspend the rules to recommend
Commissioner Raukar for selection as a member of the Arrowhead Regional Development
Commission (ARDC) Board; seven yeas - zero nays. County Administrator Frey and Commissioner
Sweeney explained that the appointment differed from appointments made to the ARDC.
Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to recommend Commissioner
Raukar for the ARDC Board; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 45.

Commissioner Kron asked for reconsideration of Item No. 14 of the Consent Agenda (creation of a
subcommittee consisting of the Administrator and Chair of Central Management and Intergovernmental
Committee to explore shared services with other jurisdictions) to add another Commissioner to the
group. Attorney Mitchell said the Board could reconsider and amend the resolution or, because of the
nature of the resolution, the Chair could appoint an additional member by consensus. After discussion,
a consensus was not reached and the matter was referred to Committee of the Whole for possible
discussion.

Commissioner O’Neil reminded everyone about Martin Luther King Day on January 16 and some of
the activities to take place.

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 24th day of
January, 2006, at 9:35 A.M. in Courtroom No. 4, Courthouse, Virginia, Minnesota. The meeting was
called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Steve O’Neil, Bill
Kron, Mike Forsman, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson - 5. Absent: Commissioners Dennis Fink
and Peg Sweeney - 2.

Chair Nelson began the meeting by recognizing the Virginia Community Foundation for their fifteen
years of civic work improving the City of Virginia. The Foundation has been instrumental in the
completion of more than 89 projects and has secured grant funding in excess of $300,000, according
to Chair Nelson. Linda Niskanen, Deanne Polski and Eric Peterson accepted the recognition award
on behalf of the Foundation.

At 9:47 A.M., Commissioner Sweeney joined the meeting.

At9:48 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 646, adopted
December 20, 2005, to consider a cartway petition submitted by Dennis and Nancy Seline for access
to their property located in Unorganized Township 64 North, Range 17 West. The following persons
addressed the issue:

Mark Olson, Public Works, said there is no current access to the Seline property. The proposed
cartway route would follow an existing driveway and forest trail. An independent appraisal set
compensation at $12,200 ($11,200 for the roadway and $1,000 for the land), excluding costs incurred
by the County of $2,145.

Bob Stephenson, Attorney representing the Selines, described the location of the Seline property and
the proposed cartway. Attorney Stephenson said $2,000 compensation for the roadway ($3,000 total,
excluding County costs) was more equitable compensation for the cartway.

Andy Borland, Attorney representing Roger W. Neumann, affected landowner, said his client
understood the petition for a cartway was legal. However, the proposed route would bisect his client’s
property and Attorney Borland said damages should be set at $55,999.99.

Russ Sikkila, adjacent landowner, opposed the cartway because it may lead to unwanted development
in the area.

At 10:25 A.M., Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to close the
public hearing; six yeas - zero nays.

Discussion of damages ensued. Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, said a Findings of Fact and
Conclusions and Order will be prepared once the Board determines costs and damages to be assessed
to the petitioners. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to grant the
cartway and set compensation at $12,200 in addition to County costs of $2,145. Commissioner Kron,
citing the intrusiveness of the cartway, offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the makers - to add
$5,000 to the compensation for a new total of $17,500, and County costs of $2,145. Commissioner
Raukar said compensation was still too low and he offered an amendment, supported by Chair Nelson,
to raise the compensation to $24,000 in addition to county costs. After further discussion,
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Commissioner O’Neil, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to table the matter until the
February 7, 2006, County Board meeting; four yeas - two nays, Commissioners Forsman and Raukar.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda, but no one chose to do so.

At 11:00 A.M. in the forenoon of Tuesday, January 24, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the
Board until 11:05 A.M. on January 24, 2006, in the Courtroom No. 4, Courthouse, Virginia,

2. Allow a leasing option whereby the lessee may choose to utilize up to 764 sq. ft. of structural
space for an annual lease fee of $500 with annual increases equal to the Consumer Price Index.
This shall be implemented by increasing an individual’s current lease fee to the $500 level plus
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the Consumer Price Index through periodic fee increases not to extend beyond 2010.

3. Allow for construction of a main dwelling structure (cabin) not to exceed 480 sq. ft. with no
measurement greater than 24 feet. Allow for the construction of up to three additional structures,
one of which may be a dwelling structure (bunkhouse) not to exceed 256 sq. ft. with no
combination of structures exceeding 564 sq. ft. or 764 sq. ft., depending on the lease. Structures
may be immediately adjacent to other structures.

4. Allow for the construction of a three-cord wood shed with no solid walls and a minimum of three-
inches between slats. The woodshed is not to be included in the structural space square footage.

5. Enforce all leases and require correction of all non-conforming uses on Recreation Cabin leases.
Current main dwelling structures of more than 480 sq. ft. or total structural space of more than
764 sq. ft., previously authorized by the Land Department under existing lease provisions, will
not be subject to de-construction. Main dwelling construction exceeding 480 sq. ft. or total
structural space of more than 764 sq. ft. not previously authorized by the Land Department shall
be subject to de-construction.

6. Continue the leasing program, recognizing its temporary nature, “in a manner which minimizes
undesirable social or environmental effects and which does not conflict with other important or
dominant uses of the lands and resources,” as put forth by County Board Resolution No. 50 in
1982, with the following addition: Enforce cancellation for non compliance with rules and
regulations.

7. Provide the general public with recreational opportunities on tax forfeited land through the
development of a Primitive Site leasing program; the specifics of which shall be developed by staff
and presented to the County Board for adoption.

8. All Recreation Cabin Lease provisions not addressed in the above recommendations shall remain
the same.

NOW, THEREFORE, BEIT RESOLVED, the St. Louis County Land Commissioner shall implement
the above recommendations of the Recreation Cabin Lease Committee, and to revise the Recreation
Cabin Lease consistent with the recommendations, to be effective January 1, 2006.

OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING
OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF ST. LOUIS, MINNESOTA,
HELD ON FEBRUARY 7, 2006

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 7th day of
February, 2006, at 9:35 A.M. in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota. The
meeting was called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis
Fink, Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson -
7. Absent: None.

Commissioner O’Neil presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to Vicki Sanville, Duluth, for her
efforts on behalf of the homeless. Ms. Sanville thanked the Board for the award and for focusing
attention on the continuing plight of the homeless.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda and the following chose to do so:

Audra Lenzen, County employee from Virginia, submitted hundreds of letters signed by employees
asking the Board to strongly encourage analysis of the County health insurance plan for cost savings.

Sam Haddad, County employee from Duluth, said Teamsters are firm in their resolve to help control
the costs of health insurance.

Kalie Thaler, County employee from Duluth, said AFSCME and the Teamsters are working together
on the issue of health insurance.

Sharla Gardner, County employee from Duluth, said there has been little progress on health insurance
issues and a cooperative effort from all parties is necessary.

Dennis Frazier, County employee from Zim, said many County employees do not make a lot of money
and affordable and accessible health care is very important.

Marsh Stenerson, AFSCME, requested the Board allow employees to partner with management to
solve health care issues. Many of the recommendations recently presented to the City of Duluth by
a citizen panel are applicable to the County. Use of outside experts to review the County plan and
close scrutiny of organizations with solid health care practices were also suggested by Mr. Stenerson
as ways to help control rising health care costs.

Mike O’Donnell, Teamsters representative, said the Health Insurance Committee needs restructuring
to add more clout. It is imperative that solutions are found and that costs/pain are shared by everyone.

Neil Anderson, Zim, expressed concern that a proposed wetland mitigation by Polymet, Inc., may
increase flooding in some areas, creating a haven for mosquitoes and enhancing the spread of West
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Nile disease.

Commissioner Fink asked that Item No. 2 (Board Proceedings from December 20, 2005) be removed
from the Consent Agenda because of an error in the minutes. Commissioner Fink also asked for
correction of a clerical error in the January 24, 2006, minutes (Consent Agenda Item No. 5). At the
request of Commissioner O’Neil, Item No. 18 (methamphetamine and heating assistance funding) was
removed from the Consent Agenda for separate consideration. Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, noted
the cartway petition submitted as part of Item No. 16 was potentially defective. Commissioner Kron,
supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve the remainder of the Consent Agenda; seven
yeas - Zero nays.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to approve execution of an
agreement with PolyMet Mining, Inc., for a wetland replacement plan associated with PolyMet’s
proposed mining operation at the idled LTV Plant in Hoyt Lakes. The resolution would also require
the County to petition the courts for abandonment of certain ditches in the proposed mitigation area
and seek special legislation for a conservation easement over the property. The following persons
addressed the issue:

Dale Raavola, Floodwood, owns property just south of the proposed mitigation area and he expressed
concern about flooding that may occur if ditches are filled.

Al Moline, Floodwood, said the proposal will destroy habitat and will flood properties to the south.

Dean Fries, Duluth, recently bought property in the area because it was not in a flood plain. The
mitigation proposal, however, may change the status of his property.

Jim Dusek, Floodwood, asked the Board to proceed carefully before approving any plan that may
destroy property. Mr. Dusek also asked who was currently doing excavation work on the forfeited
property in question.

David Carmen, Duluth, said local residents know the area better than anyone. The mitigation plan is
flawed and should be reformulated, according to Mr. Carmen.

Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, said the resolution as proposed does not require the matter to come
back to the Board for final approval. The U. S. Army Corp. of Engineers, the Minnesota Department
of Natural Resources and any court action brought by the County for ditch abandonment will afford
the public opportunities to address the matter.

At 10:47 A.M. in the forenoon of Tuesday, February 7, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the
Board until 10:55 A.M. on February 7, 2006, in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth,
Minnesota.

The Board reconvened at 10:57 A.M. on Tuesday, February 7, 2006, and the regular order of business
resumed with all members present.

Discussion of the PolyMet proposal continued and the following addressed the issue:
Charles Andresen, Attorney representing PolyMet, agreed with Attorney Mitchell’s assessment and

said the PolyMet proposal will not go forward until all questions and problems are resolved.
Safeguards will be in place including preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS).
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Mark Jacobson, Barr Engineering, explained hydrology of the area and said impacts on neighboring
properties will be thoroughly analyzed.

Lengthy discussion ensued about oversight of the plan and protection of neighboring properties.
Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to delete the first resolved portion
of the resolution authorizing execution of an agreement with PolyMet. County Attorney Mitchell said
the amendment makes the resolution senseless and he advised the Board to pass the resolution as
submitted because it does allow future review of the EIS by the Board. Commissioner Fink then
withdrew his amendment. Commissioner Raukar then asked for a friendly amendment to dedicate all
County revenues from the mitigation plan to the Ditch Fund. On advice of Attorney Mitchell, the
amendment was withdrawn. The original resolution was approved; six yeas - one nay, Commissioner
O’Neil. Resolution No. 78.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to go to closed session for labor
negotiation purposes; seven yeas - Zero nays.

At 11:30 A.M. in the forenoon of Tuesday, February 7, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the
Board until 1:30 P.M. on February 7, 2006, in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth,
Minnesota.

The Board reconvened at 1:37 P.M. on Tuesday, February 7, 2006, and the regular order of business
resumed with all members present.

Damages and costs related to the granting of a cartway petition submitted by Dennis and Nancy Seline
was discussed. The matter was tabled at the January 24, 2006, Board meeting. The original motion
as amended was to grant the cartway and establish damages of $17,500 plus County costs of $2,145.
An amendment proposed by Commissioner Raukar, supported by Commissioner Nelson, to raise
damages to $24,000 was back on the floor for discussion. Commissioner Raukar said the increase was
justified because the value of the Seline property will rise once the cartway is in place. After further
discussion, the amendment was approved; four yeas - three nays, Commissioners Fink, Kron and
Forsman. The amended motion to approve the cartway and establish damages (Findings of Fact,
Conclusions and Order) was approved; six yeas - one nay, Commissioner Fink. Resolution No. 79.

Consent Agenda Item No. 18 (funding for methamphetamine programs and home heating assistance)
was then considered. Commissioner Raukar, supported by Commissioner Nelson, moved to approve
$200,000 funding from departmental budget reductions to support low income home heating assistance
and treatment programs for methamphetamine abuse. The following persons addressed the issue:

Dana Frey, County Administrator, detailed how the budget reductions will affect departments.

Ann Busche, Director of Public Health and Human Services, explained programs already in place for
heating assistance and methamphetamine abuse. The reduction to her department would amount to
$67,000.

Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to amend the resolution by delaying
funding determinations until after 2005 final fund balances are known. After lengthy discussion, the
amendment was approved; five yeas - two nays, Commissioner Raukar and Chair Nelson. After
further discussion, the amended motion was approved; four yeas - three nays, Commissioners
Forsman, Raukar and Chair Nelson. Resolution No. 81.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to rescind Resolution No. 338, adopted
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July 5, 2005, and transfer supervision of the Examiner of Titles to the Sixth Judicial District Court and
the clerical support position to the County Recorder until July 1, 2006. County Attorney Mitchell
explained circumstances surrounding the transfer and the need to pursue legislation to clarify the status
of the Examiner of Titles position; seven yeas - zero nays.

OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING
OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF ST. LOUIS, MINNESOTA,
HELD ON FEBRUARY 14, 2006

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 14th day of
February, 2006, at 9:35 A.M. in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota. The
meeting was called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis
Fink, Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson -
7. Absent: None.

Marcus Hall, Public Works Director, presented the International Association of Right of Way Agents
Employer of the Year Award for 2005 to the St. Louis County Board. Right of Way Agents Mark
Hudson, John McKay, Steve Johnson and Mark Olson were present. Mark Hudson briefly described
the history of County participation in the Association and said principles espoused by the group -
including a focus on property owners’ rights - form the basis of right of way agent dealings with
property owners.

Sheriff Ross Litman presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to the St. Louis County Law
Enforcement Chaplaincy for their fine work helping law enforcement personnel and victims during
times of emotional distress. Sheriff Litman said the chaplaincy originated in 1988 and has assisted
people through all recent local tragedies including the benzine spill, the Hibbing Airport and Senator
Wellstone airplane crashes, the Katie Poirier murder, the shooting of Duluth Police Officer Gary
Wilson and the disappearance of Leanne Warner.

Commissioner Kron reported on a recent meeting he attended with Commissioner Forsman,
Commissioner Nelson and U. S. Representative James Oberstar concerning efforts to cope with rising
use of methamphetamine. Representative Oberstar has authored a bill entitled Methamphetamine
Eradication Act that will make federal funding available for local law enforcement and prevention
programs.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda and the following chose to do so:

Tom Friend, spoke to the Board about mail box safety and introduced a mailbox support he invented
that he claimed was safe, easy to install and will “break away” if struck by a vehicle. Mr. Friend
asked whom he should contact concerning County purchases of mailbox supports. Chair Nelson
suggested Mr. Friend speak with Public Works Director Marcus Hall.

Steve Overom, Attorney representing the City of Hermantown, thanked the Board for selling forfeited
land to Hermantown for a sewer trunkline and wetland mitigation (Item No. 4 from the Consent
Agenda). Attorney Overom also underscored the professionalism of County Right of Way Agents and
said the award presented earlier in the meeting was well deserved.

Jeff Brown, Executive Director, Minnesotans for Responsible Recreation, asked the Board to carefully
weigh proposals the DNR will be presenting at the Committee of the Whole later this day concerning
ATV trails in the Cloquet Valley Forest. A survey conducted by the County Land Department showed
a majority of County residents favored “quiet” places for recreation. Mr. Brown promised to make
available to the Board copies of a CD to be released soon that focuses on St. Louis County recreation.

Dana Frey, County Administrator, introduced Robert Krepps, Land Commissioner, who assumed his
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duties with St. Louis County on February 13, 2006. Mr. Krepps said he viewed his new position as
a great opportunity.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to approve purchase of aerial
photographs from the DNR 2005 Cartographic Aerial Photography Mission. County Administrator
Frey, in response to a question from Commissioner Raukar, said there is no benefit to delaying the
purchase until a CD is produced because it does not replace the actual photographs. Mark Reed,
Deputy Land Commissioner, said photographs are copyrighted and reproductions would be limited to
internal use. After further discussion, the purchase was approved; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution
No. 118.

Commissioner Fink said he went with new Land Commissioner Krepps to Two Harbors for a meeting
concerning “roadless area” management plans by the U. S. Forest Service. Commissioner Forsman
said he was unable to attend the meeting but his concerns were brought forward.

Commissioner Raukar clarified what the vote at the February 7 Board meeting concerning funding
delays for the methamphetamine and heating assistance programs actually meant. Commissioner
Sweeney noted other County funding sources for heating assistance and methamphetamine programs
are in place and available.

Commissioner Raukar presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to Barbara Knoop for her exemplary
volunteer work with Northern St. Louis County Habitat For Humanity. The Habitat for Humanity
affiliate was established eleven years ago and has been responsible for construction of eighteen
affordable and safe homes in County areas outside the City of Duluth. Ms. Knoop thanked the Board
for the recognition and for supporting affordable housing.

As part of the County Sesquicentennial, a presentation was made and the following persons addressed
the issue:

Gary Eckenberg, Deputy County Administrator, briefly framed the presentation and introduced
speakers.

Robert Mars, President of the St. Louis County Historical Society, presented to the Board leather-
bound copies of County Built on Iron: A Pictorial History of St. Louis County 1856-2006.
Participation in the sesquicentennial celebrations is part of the mission of the Historical Society,
according to Mr. Mars.

Bill Beck, author of County Built on Iron, said he thoroughly enjoyed writing the book although he
did not view it as a definitive history.

Ken Buehler, Railroad Museum Director, said an exhibit has been prepared for a refurbished railcar
that will make public tours throughout the County.

Commissioner Raukar displayed a time capsule entitled “Picture Yourself In History,” which will be
filled with pictures and other items depicting County life in 2006. The public is welcome to contribute
appropriate items for deposit in either of two time capsules - one from northern and one from southern
St. Louis County - which will be opened in fifty years.

Ellen Quinn, County Public Information Officer, introduced a photograph and logo that will be used
for sesquicentennial events.

Commissioner Sweeney cut a cake decorated with the sesquicentennial photograph.
At 10:15 A.M. in the forenoon of Tuesday, February 28, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the
Board until 10:20 A.M. on February 28, 2006, in the City Council Chambers, City Hall, Hibbing,

Minnesota.

The Board reconvened at 10:23 A.M. on Tuesday, February 28, 2006, and the regular order of
business resumed with all members present.
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Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to authorize acceptance of a
Minnesota Department of Public Safety, Office of Justice Programs Grant, for the Boundary Waters
Drug Task Force in the amount of $100,000 and execution of necessary joint powers agreements.
Sheriff Ross Litman described the various agencies involved, staffing and intergovernmental
cooperation of the Task Force. Federal budget cuts proposed by President Bush make future grants
uncertain at this point, according to Sheriff Litman. Commissioner Fink noted a recent Minnesota
Supreme Court decision regarding liability and he suggested reworking the joint powers agreements
to protect against increased liability claims. Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, said it would be difficult
to draft new language at this time and suggested law enforcement gains may outweigh risks. After
further discussion, the resolution was approved; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 145.

At 10:45 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 74, adopted
February 7, 2006, to consider granting an off-sale intoxicating liquor license to Britt Bait & Liquor,
Inc., d/b/a Britt Bait & Liquor, Unorganized Township 60-18. Alan Mitchell, County Attorney,
advised the Board that: all required County departments reviewed the application and recommended
granting the license; the Liquor Licensing Committee met with the applicant and, after discussing the
propriety and location of the business, recommended approval; all required notices were given; and,
the required insurance certificate submitted. Michael Summers, owner, was present and said he
understood and would abide by state statutes and County Ordinance No. 28 (Liquor Ordinance.). No
one else chose to address the issue.

At 10:53 A.M., Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to close the
hearing; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Sweeney,
moved to approve granting the off-sale license; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 139.

At 10:53 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 75, adopted
February 7, 2006, to consider granting an off-sale intoxicating liquor license to Cold Country Liquor,
Inc., d/b/a Cold Country Liquor, Inc., Embarrass Township. County Attorney Mitchell advised the
Board that: all required County departments reviewed the application and recommended approval; the
Liquor Licensing Committee met with the applicant and, after discussing the location and propriety
of the business, recommended approval; the Embarrass Town Board reviewed the application and
recommended approval; all required notices were given; and, the required certificate of insurance
submitted. Ray Rahkola, owner, was present and said he understood and would abide by state statutes
and the provisions of County Ordinance No. 28 (Liquor Ordinance). No one else chose to address the
issue.

At10:56 A.M., Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to close the hearing;
seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to
approve granting the off-sale license; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 140.

At 11:01 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 76, adopted
February 7, 2006, to consider a petition submitted by Kevin Squillace et al, for establishment of a
cartway for access to his property located in Unorganized 66-20. The following persons addressed
the issue:

Mark Olson, Public Works Right of Way Agent, said he investigated the petition and found no feasible
alternate access routes exist except over the property of Michael Lambert. An appraisal ordered by
the County established damages of $63,100. St. Louis County incurred costs of $1,360.

Scott Neff, Attorney for the petitioners, noted a distance calculation error in the original petition and
described in detail the proposed cartway route, which also crosses federal, state, tax forfeited and
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other private lands. A separate appraisal done for the petitioners set damages at $29,482 plus County
costs. In response to concerns of County Attorney Mitchell, Attorney Neff said the other
agencies/landowners have indicated willingness to grant access after the cartway is established and
granting of the cartway could be made contingent on payment of all damages and petitioners securing
easements/agreements with the other entities.

At 12:12 P.M., Chair Nelson suspended the cartway discussion until 1:50 P.M.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to go to closed session for litigation
purposes; seven yeas - Zero nays.

At 12:14 P.M. in the afternoon of Tuesday, February 28, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the
Board for a closed session.

The Board reconvened at 1:55 P.M. on Tuesday, February 28, 2006, and the regular order of business
resumed with all members present.

The cartway discussion resumed and the following addressed the issue:

Michael Lambert, affected landowner, said his family has owned the property for fifty years and they
built and maintained the road that the proposed cartway would follow. Mr. Lambert feared the
cartway would open the road to the public and he would suffer a significant loss of privacy.

Harry Nadolske, adjacent landowner, said he favored continued gating of the road even if a cartway
is granted.

Philip Lambert, brother of the affected landowner, presented a brief history of the road proposed for
the cartway and he asked if another route would be feasible.

Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, in response to a question from Commissioner Forsman, said it has
been the County’s position that once a cartway is granted the route becomes a public road.

At 2:20 P.M., Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to close the public
hearing; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved
to grant the cartway and establish damages of $63,100 plus County costs of $1,360. Commissioner
Forsman clarified his motion to indicate that loss of privacy was a major portion of the damage award.
Commissioner Fink offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the makers - to make the cartway
contingent on payment of all costs by petitioners and securing access through easements or agreements
over remaining properties. Commissioner Sweeney moved to table the matter until March 14, but then
withdrew the motion. Commissioner Sweeney then offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the
makers - to establish damages of $2,892 for the land, $26,590 for road and $30,000 for the loss of
privacy, for a grand total of $59,482 plus County costs. After further discussion, Commissioner Fink,
supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to table the matter, but the motion failed; three yeas - four
nays, Commissioners Kron, Forsman, Sweeney and Chair Nelson. Commissioner Sweeney asked to
call the question and the amended motion was approved; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 141.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda and the following chose to do so:

Thomas A. Friend, Virginia, spoke to the Board about mail support safety and again offered a product
he invented for County consideration.
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Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to approve the minutes from the
December 20, 2005, County Board meeting; four yeas - zero nays (Commissioners Kron, Sweeney
and Raukar were temporarily away from the meeting). Resolution No. 142.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to suspend the rules to consider
identifying state mandates for repeal or full funding; four yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Fink,
supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to approve submission of the mandate list to the State
Auditor. Dana Frey, County Administrator, explained the purpose of approving the listing.
Commissioner Raukar offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the makers - to add language to the
resolution clearly indicating the systematic shifting of costs to property taxpayers for obligations more
appropriately paid for by the State. After further discussion the amended resolution was approved;
six yeas - zero nays, with Commissioner Sweeney temporarily away from the meeting. Resolution
No. 143.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to suspend the rules to consider
making an appointment to the Planning Commission; six yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Fink,
supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve the appointment of William Thomas Coombe,
Fayal Township, to a three-year term on the Planning Commission; six yeas - zero nays. Resolution
No. 144.

Commissioner Raukar, supported by Commissioner Fink, moved to approve issuance, sale and
delivery of General Obligation Capital Improvement Crossover Refunding Bonds, Series 2006A, in
the amount of $7,845,000. County Administrator Frey said the refunding bonds are the end of process
that will allow the County to realize significant savings. The County’s bond rating remains at AA3,
according to Administrator Frey. Donald Dicklich, County Auditor, said the favorable rating created
a lot of investor interest and resulted in an interest rate that will save the County $359,585 over the
term of issuance. After brief discussion, the issuance, sale and delivery of the refunding bonds was
approved; six yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 146.

OBLIGATION CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT CROSSOVER REFUNDING
BONDS, SERIES 2006A; ESTABLISHING THE TERMS AND
CONDITIONS THEREFOR; DIRECTING THEIR EXECUTION AND
DELIVERY; CREATING A DEBT SERVICE FUND THEREFOR; AND
AWARDING THE SALE THEREOF
BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Commissioners (the “Board”) of St. Louis County, Minnesota
(the “County”), as follows:

Section 1. Bond Purpose, Authorization and Award.

1.01 Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 373.40, Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 475, and Laws
of Minnesota 2000, Chapter 490, Article 6, Section 21 (collectively the “Act”), the County previously
issued $14,270,000 General Obligation Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2001, dated May 1, 2001
(the “2001 Bonds™) as authorized by a Resolution adopted by the Board on April 24, 2001 (the “2001
Resolution”). The 2001 Bonds were issued to finance capital improvements under the County’s capital
improvement plan for the years 2001 through 2006 (the “Plan”). The Plan was approved by the Board
on January 9, 2001, and by the Minnesota Department of Trade and Economic Development by letter
dated January 23, 2001.

1.02 Under and pursuant to the provisions of the Act and, specifically, Section 475.67,
Subdivisions 1 through 3 and 13 of the Act, the County is authorized to issue and sell its general
obligation bonds to refund certain maturities of the 2001 Bonds in advance of their scheduled
maturities, if consistent with covenants made with the holders thereof, when determined by the County
to be necessary or desirable for the reduction of debt service cost to the County or for the extension
or adjustment of maturities in relation to the resources available for their payment.

1.03 The Board hereby finds and determines that it is necessary and desirable that in order to
reduce debt service costs the County issue, sell and deliver its General Obligation Capital Improvement
Crossover Refunding Bonds, Series 2006A (the “Bonds”), in the amount of $7,845,000, to provide
for the refunding of the 2010 through 2016 maturities of the 2001 Bonds, of which $7,795,000 in
principal amount will be outstanding and subject to redemption and prepayment on December 1, 2009
(the “Refunded Bonds”). (December 1, 2009 is herein referred to as the “Redemption Date.”)

1.04 Northland Securities, Inc., financial consultant to the County, has given notification as
required by the Act to at least five firms determined by Northland Securities, Inc. to be prospective
bidders on the Bonds at least two days (omitting Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays) before the
date set for receipt of bids on the Bonds.

1.05 Northland Securities, Inc., as authorized by the County, has solicited offers for the
purchase of the Bonds, the most favorable of which is an offer from SunTrust Capital Markets, Inc.
of Atlanta, Georgia (the “Purchaser”), to purchase the Bonds at a cash price of $7,878,483.73, plus
accrued interest on the total principal amount from March 1, 2006, to the date of delivery upon the
terms and conditions hereafter specified in this Resolution. The Board, after due consideration, finds
such offer reasonable and proper and the offer of the Purchaser is hereby accepted. The Chair and
the County Auditor are authorized and directed to execute on the part of the County a contract for the
sale of the Bonds in accordance with the Purchaser’s proposal, and to acknowledge receipt of the check
given for the security of the proposal, if any.

Section 2. Terms of the Bonds.
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2.01 The Bonds shall be dated March 1, 2006, as the date of original issue, shall be issued in
the denomination of $5,000, or any integral multiple thereof, in fully registered form and lettered and
numbered R-1 and upward. The Bonds shall bear interest at the annual rates indicated below and shall
mature on December 1 in the following respective years and amounts:

Year Amount Interest Rate
2010 $1,005,000 3.75%
2011 1,045,000 3.75%
2012 1,080,000 3.75%
2013 1,115,000 3.75%
2014 1,155,000 3.75%
2015 1,200,000 3.75%
2016 1245 000 3 75%

The maturities of the Bonds, together with the maturities of all other outstanding general obligation
bonds of the County, meet the requirements of Section 475.54 of the Act.

2.02 The Bonds maturing in the years 2010 through 2014 shall not be subject to redemption and
prepayment before maturity, but those maturing in the year 2015 and in subsequent years shall each
be subject to redemption and prepayment at the option of the County on December 1, 2014, and on
any date thereafter, in whole or in part, in such order of maturities as selected by the County. If less
than all the Bonds of a maturity are called for redemption, the County will notify The Depository Trust
Company, New York, New York (“DTC”) of the particular amount of such maturity to be prepaid.
DTC will determine by lot the amount of each participant’s interest in such maturity to be redeemed
and each participant will then select by lot the beneficial ownership interests in such maturity to be
redeemed. All prepayments shall be at price equal to the principal amount thereof plus accrued
interest to the redemption date. Prior to the date fixed for redemption and prepayment of any Bonds,
notice of redemption shall be mailed to each registered owner of a Bond to be redeemed, at the address
shown on the registration books of the Bond Registrar. If applicable, notice shall be given in
accordance with the terms of the Representation Letter described in Section 2.06A hereof.

2.03 The Bonds shall bear interest at the annual rates stated therefor in Section 2.01. The
interest shall be payable semiannually on June 1 and December 1 in each year (each herein referred
to as an “Interest Payment Date”) commencing on December 1, 2006. Interest will be computed upon
the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-day months and will be rounded pursuant to the rules of the
Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board. The Bond Registrar designated below shall make all interest
payments with respect to the Bonds by check or draft mailed to the registered owners of the Bonds
shown on the bond registration records maintained by the Bond Registrar at the close of business on
the 15th day (whether or not on a business day) of the month next preceding the Interest Payment Date
at such owners’ addresses shown on such bond registration records.

2.04 A. The Bonds shall be prepared for execution in accordance with the approved form and
shall be signed by the manual or facsimile signature of the Chair and attested by the manual signature
of the County Auditor. The corporate seal of the County may be omitted as permitted by law. In case
any officer whose signature shall appear on the Bonds shall cease to be an officer before delivery of
the Bonds, such signature shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, as if he or she had
remained in office until delivery.

B. The County Auditor is authorized to obtain a copy of the proposed approving legal
opinion of Fryberger, Buchanan, Smith & Frederick, P.A. of Duluth, Minnesota, which is to be
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complete and cause the opinion to be attached to each Bond, together with a certificate to be signed
by the manual or facsimile signature of the County Auditor in substantially the form set forth in
Section 3.01, but only if the opinion is not manually executed. The County Auditor is authorized and
directed to execute the certificate in the name of the County upon receipt of the opinion, if required
by the preceding sentence, and to file the opinion in the County offices.

2.05 The Board hereby appoints the County Auditor as registrar, paying agent and transfer agent
for the Bonds (the “Bond Registrar”). The County reserves the right to name a substitute, successor
Bond Registrar upon giving prompt written notice to each registered bond holder. The manual
signature of the County Auditor on the Bonds shall be conclusive evidence that it has been executed
and delivered under this Resolution.

2.06 A. In order to make the Bonds eligible for the services provided by DTC, the County has
agreed to the applicable provisions set forth in the Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations executed
by the County and DTC (the “Representation Letter”).

B.  All of the Bonds shall be registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee for DTC.
Payment of interest on and principal of any Bond registered in the name of Cede & Co. shall be made
by wire transfer or New York Clearing House or equivalent same day funds by 10:00 a.m. CT or as
soon as possible thereafter following the Bond Registrar’s receipt of funds from the County on each
Interest Payment Date to the account of Cede & Co. on each Interest Payment Date at the address
indicated in or pursuant to the Representation Letter.

C. Additional matters with respect to, among other things, notices, consents and
approvals by bondholders and payments on the Bonds are set forth in the Representation Letter.

2.07 A. The County shall cause to be kept by the Bond Registrar a bond register in which,
subject to such reasonable regulations as the Bond Registrar may prescribe, the County shall provide
for the registration of the Bonds and the registration of transfers of the Bonds entitled to be registered
or transferred as herein provided. In the event of the resignation or removal of the Bond Registrar or
its incapability of acting as such, the bond registration records shall be maintained at the office of the
successor Bond Registrar as may be appointed by the Board.

B.  Upon surrender for transfer of any Bond at the principal corporate office of the Bond
Registrar, the County shall execute and the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and deliver, in the
names(s) of the designated transferee(s), one or more new bonds of a like aggregate principal amount,
as requested by the transferor.

C. At the option of the registered owners, the Bonds may be exchanged for other Bonds
of any authorized denomination, of a like aggregate principal amount, maturing upon the same date,
upon surrender of the Bonds to be exchanged at the principal corporate office of the Bond Registrar.
Whenever any Bonds are so surrendered for exchange, the County shall execute and the Bond
Registrar shall authenticate and deliver the Bonds which the registered owner making the exchange
is entitled to receive.

D. All Bonds surrendered upon the exchange provided for in this Resolution shall be
promptly cancelled by the Bond Registrar and thereafter disposed of as directed by the Board.

E. All Bonds issued in exchange for or upon transfer of the Bonds shall be valid
obligations of the County evidencing the same debt and entitled to the same benefits under this
Resolution as the Bonds surrendered for such exchange or transfer.
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F. Every Bond presented for a transfer or exchange shall be duly endorsed or be
accompanied by a written instrument of transfer, in form satisfactory to the County and the Bond
Registrar, duly executed by the registered owner thereof or the owner’s attorney duly authorized in
writing.

G. The County may require payment of a sum sufficient to cover any tax or other
governmental charge that may be imposed in connection with the transfer or exchange of the Bonds,
other than exchange expressly provided in this Resolution to be made, without expense or without
charge to the registered owner.

H. If a Bond becomes mutilated or is destroyed, stolen or lost, the Bond Registrar will
deliver a new Bond of like amount, number, maturity date and tenor in exchange and substitution for
and upon cancellation of the mutilated Bond or in lieu of and in substitution for any Bond destroyed,
stolen or lost, upon the payment of the reasonable expenses and charges of the Bond Registrar and the
County in connection therewith, including the cost of printing new Bonds; and, in the case of a Bond
destroyed, stolen or lost, upon filing with the Bond Registrar and the County evidence satisfactory to
them that the Bond was destroyed, stolen or lost, and of the ownership thereof, and upon furnishing
to the Bond Registrar and the County an appropriate bond or indemnity in form, substance and amount
satisfactory to them and as provided by law, in which both the County and the Bond Registrar must
be named as obligees. Bonds so surrendered to the Bond Registrar will be canceled by the Bond
Registrar and evidence of such cancellation must be given to the County. If the mutilated, destroyed,
stolen or lost Bond has already matured or been called for redemption in accordance with its terms,
it is not necessary to issue a new Bond prior to payment.

I.  Inthe event any of the Bonds are called for redemption, notice thereof identifying the
Bonds to be redeemed will be given by the Bond Registrar by mailing a copy of the redemption notice
by first class mail (postage prepaid) not more than 60 and not less than 30 days prior to the date fixed
for redemption to the registered owner of each Bond to be redeemed at the address shown on the
registration books kept by the Bond Registrar. Failure to give notice by mail to any registered owner,
or any defect therein, will not affect the validity of any proceeding for the redemption of Bonds not
affected by such defect or failure. Bonds so called for redemption will cease to bear interest after the
specified redemption date, provided that the funds for the redemption are on deposit with the place of
payment at that time.

2.08 Each Bond delivered upon transfer of or in exchange for or in lieu of any other Bond shall
carry all of the rights to interest, accrued and unpaid and to accrue, which are carried by such other
Bond. Each Bond shall be dated by the Bond Registrar as of the date of its authentication or manual
execution, as the case may be. The County and the Bond Registrar shall not be required to make any
transfer or exchange of any Bonds called for redemption or to make any such exchange or transfer of
the Bonds during the 15 days next preceding the date of the first publication or the mailing (if there
is no publication) of notice of redemption in the case of a proposed redemption of the Bonds.

2.09 The County and the Bond Registrar may treat the person in whose name any Bond is
registered as the owner of such Bond for the purpose of receiving payment of principal of and interest
on such Bond and for all other purposes whatsoever, whether or not such Bond be overdue, and neither
the County nor the Bond Registrar shall be affected by notice to the contrary.

2.10 The principal of and interest on the Bonds shall be payable by the Bond Registrar in such
funds as are legal tender for the payment of debts due the United States of America. The County shall
pay the reasonable and customary charges of the Bond Registrar for the disbursement of principal and
interest.
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2.11 Delivery of the Bonds and payment of the purchase price shall be made at a place mutually
satisfactory to the County and the Purchaser. Printed or typewritten and executed Bonds shall be
furnished by the County without cost to the Purchaser. The Bonds, when prepared in accordance with
this Resolution and executed, shall be delivered by or under the direction of the County Auditor to the
Purchaser upon receipt of the purchase price plus accrued interest.

Section 3. Form of the Bonds.
3.01 The Bonds shall be printed or typewritten in substantially the following form:

St. Louis County, Minnesota (the “County”), for value received, promises to pay to the registered
owner specified above, or registered assigns, the principal amount specified above, on the maturity
date specified above, and to pay interest on said principal amount to the registered owner hereof from
March 1, 2006, or from the most recent Interest Payment Date to which interest has been paid or duly
provided for, until the principal amount is paid or discharged, said interest being at the interest rate
per annum specified above. Interest is payable semiannually on June 1 and December 1 of each year
(each referred to herein as an “Interest Payment Date”) commencing on December 1, 2006. Both
principal hereof and interest hereon are payable in lawful money of the United States of America by
check or draft at the main office of the County Auditor, as registrar, paying agent, authenticating agent
and transfer agent (the “Bond Registrar”), or at the office of such successor bond registrar as may be
designated by the Board of Commissioners. The Bond Registrar shall make all interest payments with
respect to this Bond directly to the registered owner hereof shown on the bond registration records
maintained on behalf of the County by the Bond Registrar at the close of business on the 15th day of
the month next preceding the Interest Payment Date (whether or not a business day) at such owner’s
address shown on said bond registration records, without, except for payment of principal on the
Bond, the presentation or surrender of this Bond, and all such payments shall discharge the obligations
of the County to the extent of the payments so made. Payment of principal shall be made upon
presentation and surrender of this Bond to the Bond Registrar when due.

This Bond is one of a series issued by the County in the aggregate amount of $7,845,000, all of like
original issue date and tenor, except as to number, maturity date, redemption privilege, denomination
and interest rate, pursuant to: (i) the authority contained in Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 475, Section
475.67, Subdivisions 1 through 3 and 13 and all other laws thereunto enabling; and (ii) an authorizing
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resolution adopted by the governing body of the County on February 28, 2006 (the “Resolution”),
for the purpose of providing money to refund in advance of maturity the outstanding principal
amount of certain general obligation bonds of the County. The debt service on the Bonds is payable
through December 1, 2009 (the “Redemption Date”), solely out of the Escrow Account in the
County’s 2006 General Obligation Capital Improvement Crossover Refunding Bonds Debt Service
Fund and after the Redemption Date from ad valorem taxes levied upon all of the taxable property
within the territory of the County. Reference is hereby made to the Resolution for a full statement of
rights and powers thereby conferred.

This Bond constitutes a general obligation of the County, and to provide monies for the prompt and
full payment of the principal and interest when the same become due, the full faith and credit and
taxing powers of the County have been and are hereby irrevocably pledged.

The Bonds of this series maturing in the years 2010 through 2014 are not subject to redemption before
maturity, but those maturing in the year 2015 and in subsequent years are each subject to redemption
and prepayment at the option of the County on December 1, 2014, and on any date thereafter, in whole
or in part, in such order of maturities as selected by the County, and by lot as to the Bonds maturing
in the same year, at a price equal to the principal amount plus accrued interest to the redemption date.
Not more than 60 days and not less than 30 days before the date fixed for redemption and prepayment
of any Bonds, notice of redemption shall be mailed to each registered owner of a Bond to be
redeemed. No defect or failure in such mailed notice shall affect the validity of the proceedings for
redemption of any Bond not affected by such defect or failure. If any Bond is redeemed in part, upon
surrender of the Bond being redeemed, the County shall deliver or cause to be delivered to the
registered owner of such Bond a Bond in like form in the principal amount equal to that portion of the
Bond so surrendered not being redeemed.

The Bonds of this series have been designated by the County as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” for
purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

The Bonds of this series are issued as fully registered bonds without coupons, in the denomination of
$5,000 or any integral multiple thereof. The County will, at the request of the registered owner, issue
one or more new fully registered Bonds in the name of the registered owner in the aggregate principal
amount equal to the unpaid principal balance of this Bond, and of like tenor except as to number and
principal amount. This Bond is transferable by the registered owner hereof upon surrender of this
Bond for transfer at the principal corporate office of the Bond Registrar, duly endorsed or
accompanied by a written instrument of transfer in form satisfactory to the Bond Registrar and
executed by the registered owner hereof or the owner’s attorney duly authorized in writing.
Thereupon the County shall execute and the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and deliver, in exchange
for this Bond, one or more new fully registered Bonds in the name of the transferee, of an authorized
denomination, in an aggregate principal amount equal to the principal amount of this Bond, of the
same maturity, and bearing interest at the same rate. No service charge shall be made for any transfer
or exchange hereinbefore referred to but the County may require payment of a sum sufficient to cover
any tax or other governmental charge payable in connection therewith.

IT IS CERTIFIED AND RECITED that all acts and conditions required by laws and the Constitution
of the State of Minnesota to be done and to exist precedent to and in the issuance of this Bond, in order
to make it a valid and binding general obligation of the County in accordance with its terms, have been

Section 4. Escrow Agreement; Escrow Agent.

4.01 U.S. Bank National Association of St. Paul, Minnesota, which is a suitable financial
institution within the State of Minnesota whose deposits are insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation whose combined capital and surplus is not less than $500,000, is hereby designated
escrow agent (the “Escrow Agent”) with respect to the Bonds.

4.02 On or prior to the delivery of the Bonds, the Chair and the County Auditor are hereby
authorized and directed to execute on behalf of the County an escrow agreement (the “Escrow
Agreement”) with the Escrow Agent in substantially the form now on file with the County Auditor.
The execution and delivery of the Escrow Agreement by the Chair and the County Auditor, in the
form presented to the Board with such changes, omissions, insertions and revisions as the Chair and
the County Auditor deem advisable is hereby approved, and the execution by such officers shall be
conclusive evidence of such approval. All essential terms and conditions of the Escrow Agreement,
including payment by the County of reasonable charges for the services of the Escrow Agent, are
hereby approved and adopted and made a part of this Resolution, and the County covenants that it will
promptly enforce all provisions thereof in the event of default thereunder by the Escrow Agent.

Section 5. Covenants; Accounts and Tax Levies.

5.01 A. Debt Service Fund. For the convenience and proper administration of the monies to
be borrowed and repaid on the Bonds and to provide adequate and specific security for the Purchaser
and holders from time to time of the Bonds, there is hereby created a special fund to be designated the
2006 General Obligation Capital Improvement Crossover Refunding Bonds Debt Service Fund (the
“Debt Service Fund”) to be administered and maintained by the County Auditor as a bookkeeping
account separate and apart from all other funds maintained in the official financial records of the
County. The Debt Service Fund shall be maintained in the manner herein specified until all of the
Bonds and interest thereon have been fully paid. There shall be maintained in the Debt Service Fund
two separate accounts, to be designated the Escrow Account and the Debt Service Account.
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B. Debt Service Account. To the Debt Service Account there is hereby pledged and
irrevocably appropriated and there shall be credited: (i) any balance remitted to the County upon
termination of the Escrow Agreement; (ii) any balance remaining on the Redemption Date in the
General Obligation Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2001 Debt Service Fund created in the 2001
Resolution after the Redemption Date; (iii) all investment earnings on funds in the Debt Service
Account; (iv) accrued interest, if any, received from the Purchaser upon delivery of the Bonds to the
extent not required to fund the Escrow Account (the “Accrued Interest”); (v) any amount of additional
interest permitted by Section 475.56 of the Act paid by the Purchaser (the “Additional Interest”), to
the extent not required to fund the Escrow Account; (vi) all taxes pledged to repayment of the 2001
Bonds collected after the Redemption Date which levies shall not be cancelled except as permitted by
Section 475.61, Subdivision 3 of the Act; (vii) any taxes levied to pay the principal and interest on the
Bonds; (viii) any and all other monies which are properly available and are appropriated by the County
to the Debt Service Account; and (ix) all investment earnings on funds in the Debt Service Account.

The money in the Debt Service Account shall be used for no purpose other than the payment of
principal of and interest on the Bonds. If the balances in the Debt Service Account are ever
insufficient to pay all principal and interest then due on the Bonds, the County Auditor shall
nevertheless provide sufficient money from any other funds of the County which are available for that
purpose, and such other funds shall be reimbursed from the Debt Service Account when the balance
therein is sufficient.

C. Escrow Account.

(i) To the Escrow Account there is hereby pledged and irrevocably appropriated and
there shall be credited: (a) the proceeds of the Bonds received from the Purchaser which are not
appropriated to the Debt Service Account or are not to be used for payment of costs of issuance of the
Bonds; (b) Accrued Interest; (c) Additional Interest [amounts referenced in clauses (a), (b) and (c) are
herein referred to as the “Proceeds”]; (d) funds of the County in an amount sufficient to meet the
requirements of the Escrow Account (the “Funds”); and (e) investment earnings on such monies
referenced in clauses (a), (b), (c) and (d), for the payment and redemption on the Redemption Date
of the Refunded Bonds and for payment of the interest to become due on the Bonds through the
Redemption Date.

(ii) The Escrow Account shall be maintained with the Escrow Agent pursuant to the
Escrow Agreement and this Resolution. The Escrow Account shall be invested in accordance with the
Act, the Escrow Agreement and this Section, in securities specified in Section 475.67, Subdivision 8
of the Act or in an investment contract or similar agreement with a bank or insurance company
meeting the requirements of Minnesota Statutes, Section 118A.05, Subdivision 5, which investments
will provide sufficient funds together with any cash or other funds retained in the Escrow Account to
pay when due the interest to accrue on each Bond to and including the Redemption Date, and to pay
on the Redemption Date, the principal amount of each of the Refunded Bonds then outstanding.

(iii) From the Escrow Account there shall be paid: (a) all interest paid or to be paid on
the Bonds to and including the Redemption Date; and (b) the principal of the Refunded Bonds due by
reason of redemption on the Redemption Date.

(iv) The Escrow Account is irrevocably appropriated to the payment of the interest on the
Bonds until the monies therein are applied to prepayment of the Refunded Bonds. The monies in the
Escrow Account shall be used solely for the purposes herein set forth and for no other purpose, except
that any surplus in the Escrow Account may be remitted to the County all in accordance with the
Escrow Agreement. Any monies remitted to the County upon termination of the Escrow Agreement
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shall be deposited in the Debt Service Account.

(v)  Securities purchased for the Escrow Account shall be purchased simultaneously with
the delivery of and payment for the Bonds. The Chair and County Auditor or their designee are
authorized and directed to purchase such securities.

D. The Construction Fund created in the 2001 Resolution is hereby terminated and any monies
remaining therein shall be transferred to the Debt Service Fund established therein.

5.02 A. For the prompt and full payment of the principal and interest on the Bonds coming
due after the Redemption Date, the full faith and credit and taxing power of the County are hereby
irrevocably pledged. There is hereby levied a direct annual ad valorem tax upon all taxable property
in the County which shall be spread upon the tax rolls and collected with and as part of other general
property taxes in the County. Said levies are for the years and in the amounts as follows:

B. The tax levies are such that if collected in full, they will produce at least 5% in excess of

the amount needed to meet when due the principal and interest payments on the Bonds.

C. The tax levies shall be irrepealable so long as any of the Bonds are outstanding and unpaid;
provided, however, that on November 30 of each year, while any Bonds issued hereunder remain
outstanding, the Board shall reduce or cancel the above levies to the extent of funds available in the
Debt Service Account to pay principal and interest due during the ensuing year.

Section 6. Refunding; Findings; Redemption of Refunded Bonds.
6.01 A. Itis hereby found and determined, based upon information presently available from

the County’s financial advisers, that as of the Redemption Date, the issuance of the Bonds will result
in a reduction of debt service cost to the County on the Refunded Bonds. In accordance with Section
475.67 of the Act, as of the Redemption Date, the present value of the dollar amount of the debt
service on the Bonds, computed to their stated maturity dates, after deducting any premium, is lower
by at least three percent than the present value of the dollar amount of debt service on the Refunded
Bonds, exclusive of any premium, computed to their stated maturity dates. (Present value of the dollar
amount of debt service means the dollar amount of debt service to be paid, discounted to the nominal
date of the Bonds at a rate equal to the yield on the Bonds.)

B. It is hereby found and determined that the Proceeds and Funds available and appropriated
to the Escrow Account will be sufficient, together with the permitted earnings on the investment of
the Escrow Account, to pay all of the principal of the Refunded Bonds on the Redemption Date, and
all interest coming due on the Bonds through the Redemption Date.
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C. The proceeds of the 2001 Bonds have been fully expended for the governmental purposes
for which such bonds were issued.
6.02 A. The County Auditor or his designee is hereby authorized and directed to provide, in

a timely manner, to (i) each nationally recognized municipal securities information repository or to
the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board and (ii) the appropriate state information depository, notice
of the occurrence of a material event with respect to the 2001 Bonds, in accordance with the provisions
of Section 7 of the 2001 Resolution.

B. The Refunded Bonds shall be redeemed and prepaid in accordance with: (i) their terms;
(ii) with the terms and conditions set forth in the form of Notice of Call for Redemption attached to
the Escrow Agreement; and (iii) with the terms and conditions of the Representation Letter, all of
which terms and conditions are hereby approved and incorporated herein by reference.

Section 7. Defeasance.

7.01 When all Bonds and all interest thereon have been discharged as provided in this paragraph,
all pledges, covenants and other rights granted by this Resolution to the holders of the Bonds shall
cease, except that the pledge of the full faith and credit of the County for the prompt and full payment
of the principal of and interest on the Bonds shall remain in full force and effect. The County may
discharge all Bonds which are due on any date by depositing with the Bond Registrar on or before that
date a sum sufficient for the payment thereof in full. If any Bond should not be paid when due, it may
nevertheless be discharged by depositing with an escrow agent a sum sufficient for the payment thereof
in full with interest accrued to the date of such deposit. The County may also at any time discharge
and cause defeasance of the Bonds in their entirety by complying with the provisions of Section 475.67
of the Act, except that the funds deposited in escrow in accordance with said provisions may (to the
extent permitted by law) but need not be, in whole or in part, proceeds of bonds as therein provided,
without the consent of any bondholders.

Section 8. Certificate of Proceedings.

8.01 The County Auditor is directed to file a certified copy of this Resolution and such other
information as may be required, and to provide to bond counsel a certificate stating that the Bonds
herein authorized have been duly entered on the Auditor’s register.

8.02 The officers of the County are authorized and directed to prepare and furnish to the
Purchaser and to bond counsel certified copies of all proceedings and records of the County relating
to the authorization and issuance of the Bonds and other affidavits and certificates as may reasonably
be requested to show the facts relating to the legality and marketability of the Bonds as such facts
appear from the official books and records of the officers’ custody or otherwise known to them. All
of such certified copies, certificates and affidavits, including any heretofore furnished, constitute
representations of the County as to the correctness of facts recited therein and the actions stated therein
to have been taken.

8.03 The Chair and County Auditor are hereby authorized and directed to certify that they have
examined the Official Statement prepared and circulated in connection with the issuance and sale of
the Bonds and that to the best of their knowledge and belief the Official Statement is a complete and
accurate representation of the facts and representations made therein as of the date of the Official
Statement.

8.04 In the event of the absence or disability of the Chair or the County Auditor or, such officers
or members of the Board as in the opinion of the County’s attorney may act in their behalf shall,
without further act or authorization, execute and deliver the Certificates, and do all things and execute
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all instruments and documents required to be done or executed by such absent or disabled officers.

Section 9. Tax Covenants.

9.01 The County covenants and agrees with the holders of the Bonds that the County will (i) take
all action on its part necessary to cause the interest on the Bonds to be exempt from federal income
taxes including, without limitation, restricting, to the extent necessary, the yield on investments made
with the proceeds of the Bonds and investment earnings thereon, making required payments to the
federal government, if any, and maintaining books and records in a specified manner, where
appropriate, and (ii) refrain from taking any action which would cause interest on the Bonds to be
subject to federal income taxes, including, without limitation, permitting excessive private use of the
financed property and private payments therefrom, refraining from spending the proceeds of the Bonds
and investment earnings thereon on certain specified purposes.

9.02 No portion of the proceeds of the Bonds shall be used directly or indirectly to acquire
higher yielding investments or to replace funds which were used directly or indirectly to acquire higher
yielding investments, except (i) for a reasonable temporary period until such proceeds are needed for
the purpose for which the Bonds were issued, and (ii) in addition to the above, in an amount not
greater than the lesser of five percent of the proceeds of the Bonds or $100,000. To this effect, any
proceeds of the Bonds and any sums from time to time held in the Debt Service Fund (or any other
County account which will be used to pay principal and interest to become due on the Bonds) in excess
of amounts which under the applicable federal arbitrage regulations may be invested without regard
as to yield shall not be invested at a yield in excess of the applicable yield restrictions imposed by the
arbitrage regulations on such investments after taking into account any applicable temporary periods
of minor portion made available under the federal arbitrage regulations. In addition, the proceeds of
the Bonds and money in the Debt Service Fund shall not be invested in obligations or deposits issued
by, guaranteed by or insured by the United States or any agency or instrumentality thereof if and to
the extent that such investment would cause the Bonds to be federally guaranteed within the meaning
of Section 149(b) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”).

9.03 A. The Board covenants and certifies to and for the benefit of the owners of the Bonds
that no use will be made of the proceeds of the Bonds, which will cause the Bonds to be arbitrage
bonds within the meaning of Section 148(a) of the Code and the Treasury Regulations promulgated
thereunder. Pursuant to such covenant, the Board hereby agrees to comply throughout the term of the
issue of the Bonds with the requirements of Section 148 of the Code and any Treasury Regulations
promulgated thereunder; to this end, the Board shall:

(1) maintain records identifying all “gross proceeds” (as defined in Section 148(f)(6)(B)
of the Code) attributable to the Bonds, the yield at which such gross proceeds are invested, any
arbitrage profit derived therefrom (earnings in excess of the yield on the Bonds) and any earnings
derived from the investment of such arbitrage profit;

(2) make, or cause to be made as of the end of each Bond Year, the annual determinations
of the amount, if any, of excess arbitrage required to be paid to the United States by the County
(hereinafter, the “Rebate Amount”);

(3) pay, or cause to be paid, to the United States at least once every five Bond Years the
amount, if any, which is required to be paid to the United States, including the last installment which
shall be made no later than 60 days after the day on which the Bonds are paid in full;

(4) not invest, or permit to be invested, “gross proceeds” in any acquired non-purpose
obligations so as to deflect arbitrage otherwise payable to the United States as a “prohibited payment”
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to a third party;

(5) retainall records of the annual determinations of the foregoing amounts until six years
after the Bonds have been fully paid; and

(6) inorder to comply with the foregoing paragraph, the Board shall determine the Rebate
Amount within 30 days after the close of each Bond Year and upon payment in full of the Bonds; upon
each such determination, the Board shall deposit in the Rebate Fund the Rebate Amount so determined;
the Board shall separately account for the earnings from the investment of the Rebate Amount and such
earnings shall become part of the Rebate Amount.

B. For purposes of this Section, “Bond Year” shall mean the 12-month period beginning on
the date of issuance of the Bonds or such other 12-month period designated by the Board which is
permitted by the Code or any Treasury Regulation promulgated thereunder.

9.04 In order to qualify the Bonds as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” within the meaning of
Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, the County hereby makes the following factual statements and
representations:

A. the Bonds are not “private activity bonds” as defined in Section 141 of the Code;

B. the County hereby designates the Bonds as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” for purposes
of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code;

C. the reasonably anticipated amount of tax-exempt obligations (other than private activity
bonds, treating qualified 501(c)(3) bonds as not being private activity bonds) which will be issued by
the County (and all entities whose obligations will be aggregated with those of the County during the
calendar year in which the Bonds are being issued will not exceed $10,000,000; and

D. not more than $10,000,000 of obligations issued by the County during the calendar year
in which the Bonds are being issued have been designated for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the
Code.

Section 10. Continuing Disclosure. The County acknowledges that the Bonds are subject to the
continuing disclosure requirements of Rule 15c¢2-12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange
Commission under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (17 C.F.R. § 240.15c2-12) (the “Rule”). The
Rule governs the obligations of certain underwriters to require that issuers of municipal bonds enter
into agreements for the benefit of the bondholders to provide continuing disclosure with respect to the
bonds. To provide for the public availability of certain information relating to the Bonds and the
security therefor and to permit underwriters of the Bonds to comply with the Rule, which will enhance
the marketability of the Bonds, the Chair and the County Auditor are hereby authorized and directed
to execute a Continuing Disclosure Certificate substantially in the form of the Certificate currently on
file in the office of the County.

LOUIS, MINNESOTA,
HELD ON MARCH 14, 2006

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 14th day of
March, 2006, at 9:30 A.M. in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota. The meeting
was called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis Fink,
Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson - 7.
Absent: None.

The Volunteer Excellence Award, normally presented at the beginning of each meeting, was delayed
until 1:00 P.M.

Commissioner Forsman noted March 14 was township election day - an example of grassroots
democracy.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda, and the following chose to do so:

Bobbi Bogart, Solway Township resident, expressed concern about a massive outdoor Christmas
display called Bentleyville and its occasionally negative impact on access for residents of Crosby Road.
Commissioner Sweeney said a petition from area residents has been submitted to the Sheriff and Public
Works and a solution needs to be found.

At 9:45 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 55, adopted
January 24, 2006, to consider naming a point of land on Lake Kabetogama as Nelson Point. The
following persons addressed the issue:

Gary Eckenberg, Deputy County Administrator, described the petition request and also introduced a
letter from Kent Lokkesmoe, Department of Natural Resources Waters, explaining the DNR’s
positions on naming geographic areas. Deputy Administrator Eckenberg also submitted an e-mail from
Tim Watson, Kabetogama resident opposed to the naming, and a response from the petitioners to the
Watson e-mail. The Town of Kabetogama did not respond to notification of a public hearing.

Greg Gilbert, Attorney representing the petitioners, said the Nelson family has a long recreational
history on the point and all legal requirements for a name change have been followed.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to continue the hearing for one
week to allow Kabetogama an opportunity to respond to the naming proposal. After further
discussion, Commissioner Sweeney offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the makers - to
continue the hearing until the April 25, 2006, meeting in the Gilbert City Hall; seven yeas - zero nays.

At 10:30 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 107, adopted
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February 14, 2006, to consider adoption of the St. Louis County Election Equipment Plan as required
by the federal Help America Vote Act (HAVA) and state legislation. Donald Dicklich, County
Auditor, explained the purpose and legal requirements for adopting a plan, which will provide federal
funding to purchase assistive voting equipment for all polling places in 2006. In addition, funding has
been set aside for other HAVA- compliant purposes such as purchase of optical scan counters in
certain circumstances and operational costs for the assistive equipment, according to Auditor Dicklich.
No one else chose to address the issue.

At 10:55 A.M., Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to close the hearing;
seven yeas - zero nays. After some discussion about future costs to townships, Commissioner
Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to approve adoption of the plan; seven yeas - zero
nays. Resolution No. 165.

A public hearing to consider a cartway petition submitted by Mark E. and Kristen M. Norrell,
scheduled for 9:45 A.M., was removed from the agenda by consensus of Board members. Due to
confusion about the hearing date and a subsequent failure to give proper notices, Alan Mitchell,
County Attorney, said the matter will be rescheduled for the April 25, 2006, meeting at Gilbert City
Hall.

At 11:07 A.M. in the forenoon of Tuesday, March 14, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the Board
until 11:12 A.M. on March 14, 2006, in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota.

The Board reconvened at 11:15 A.M. on Tuesday, March 14, 2006, and the regular order of business
resumed with all members present.

At 11:15 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution 109, adopted
February 14, 2006, to consider rezoning portions of Township 51, Range 12 West, and Township 52,
Range 12 West (Town of Duluth). The following persons addressed the issue:

Barbara Hayden, Planning Director, said the Town of Duluth has administered their own zoning for
thirty years and she described the process used to arrive at the current request to have the County
approve rezoning that is less restrictive in certain areas than current County standards.

Stephen Dahl, Town of Duluth Supervisor, said this has been a long process with extensive public
input.

Wayne Dahlberg, Town of Duluth Zoning Administrator, said more than one hundred meetings have
been conducted.

James Munger, Duluth Township resident, said he generally supports the new comprehensive plan
except for those areas that are being considered for rezoning. Zoning the areas as industrial may allow
construction of certain types of businesses that residents oppose. Mr. Munger suggested the matter
should be decided by township referendum.

Gary Berggren, Duluth Township resident, said he has concerns about the industrial zoning and he
asked the Board to send the matter back to the Town for further discussion.

Susan Berggren, Duluth Township resident, urged the Board to take no action on the matter because
of the need for more discussion and a proper review of the requested rezoning.

At 11:50 A.M., Commissioner O’Neil, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to close the public
hearing; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to
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send the matter back to the Planning Commission to allow the Berggrens an opportunity to be heard.
Sue Lawson, Chair of the Town of Duluth Planning Commission, in response to Commissioner
questions, said the Berggren’s requests were considered during formulation of the comprehensive plan.
After lengthy discussion, the motion to refer the matter back to the Town of Duluth failed; two yeas -
five nays, Commissioners Kron, Forsman, Sweeney, Raukar and Chair Nelson. Commissioner
Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to approve the rezoning request.

At 12:27 P.M. in the afternoon of Tuesday, March 14, 2006, Chair Nelson moved to recess the Board
until 1:30 P.M. on March 14, 2006, in the County Board Room, Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota.

The Board reconvened at 1:50 P.M. on Tuesday, March 14, 2006, and the regular order of business
resumed with all members present.

Discussion resumed on the Town of Duluth rezoning request. Planning Director Hayden, in response
to a question from Commissioner Fink, said language in the resolution was simplified because of the
length of the legal description. After further discussion, the rezoning was approved; seven yeas - zero
nays. Resolution No. 166.

Commissioner Sweeney presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to Carmen Orman, Canosia
Township, for her unflagging efforts on behalf of Canosia Township and the surrounding area. Ms.
Orman has been a township supervisor for 25 years, served on the Planning and Zoning Board for 15
years and has been instrumental in development of the Pike Lake and Caribou Lake Wastewater Plans.
Tony Orman accepted the award on behalf of his mother who was unable to attend the ceremony due
to health reasons.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to authorize execution of
contracts with PRT USA, Inc., Dryden, Ontario, Canada, and Pineland Forest Nursery, Hadashville,
Manitoba, Canada, for provision of various types of containerized seedlings for Spring 2007, 2008 and
2009 delivery. Commissioner Fink offered a friendly amendment - not accepted by the makers - to
award the entire contract to PRT USA as more cost effective. Commissioner Fink then formally
offered the amendment but it died without support. Chair Nelson said it was important that the Board
and County personnel understand that local businesses must be supported; six yeas - one nay, Chair
Nelson. Resolution No. 167.

Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to award the contract for M.P.
3706 (striping) to Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, Inc., Plover, WI, on their low bid of $148,413.83, which
was 19% above the engineer’s estimate; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 168.

Commissioner O’Neil, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to authorize an agreement with
Arrowhead Regional Development Commission to research and analyze the feasibility of a county-
based purchasing arrangement for health care coverage. Commissioner Fink said St. Louis County
may not be a good candidate for county-based purchasing and he objected to use of General Fund
dollars to pay for the study. After brief discussion, the resolution was approved; six yeas - one nay,
Commissioner Fink. Resolution No. 169.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to request the state legislature to pass
a statewide smoking ban for bars, restaurants and other public places. The following persons
addressed the issue:

Dr. Bill Simpson, Duluth, explained some of the dangers of second hand smoke and he urged the
Board to adopt the resolution.
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Reverend Fred Lund, Duluth, noted the recent passing of Dana Reeve, a non smoker who died of lung
cancer, and related the tale of one of his parishioners who feared she may have contracted lung cancer
as a result of her late husband’s smoking. If the state fails to act this year, Reverend Lund urged the
Board to enact a county ordinance.

Joan Linskie, Duluth, is employed as a professional server and she encouraged the Board to support
safe working sites by passing the resolution.

Cheryl Bisping, Virginia, representing a smoke-free coalition from the Iron Range, said youth strongly
support local smoking bans.

Pat McKone, American Lung Association, said her organization will partner with all groups to support
a smoking ban. Recent polls show a majority of Minnesotans favor a statewide smoking ban.

Commissioner Nelson offered a friendly amendment - accepted by the makers - to reinsert the phrase
“or severely restricting” into the resolved portion of the resolution. The phrase was deleted from the
resolution at the February 28 Committee of the Whole. Commissioner O’Neil, citing the tobacco
industry’s canny use of loopholes, objected to reinserting the language and removed his support from
the resolution. Commissioner Raukar said insertion of the words may lead to a unanimous vote and
he supported the amended resolution. Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner O’Neil,
moved to amend the resolution by deleting “or severely restricting”. After lengthy discussion, the
amendment failed; three yeas - four nays, Commissioners Fink, Forsman, Raukar and Chair Nelson.
Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to amend the resolution by adding
a second resolved that would commit St. Louis County to pursue a smoking ban ordinance if the
legislature fails to act in 2006. After discussion about whether the amendment should be offered as
a separate resolution, Commissioner Kron withdrew his motion. The smoking ban resolution as
amended was then approved; six yeas - one nay, Commissioner O’Neil. Resolution No. 170.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to approve settlement of litigation
in the matter of Michael James vs. St. Louis County; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 171.

Commissioner Kron, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to approve changes to the 9-1-1
Emergency Communications System User Board bylaws. Commissioner Nelson offered a friendly
amendment - not accepted by the makers - to add language to the bylaws prohibiting any User Board
member who is an employee of 9-1-1 from voting on any matters. Commissioner Nelson, supported
by Commissioner Fink, formally moved to add the language to the bylaws. Commissioner Raukar,
supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to table the matter to allow time for the proposed change
to be discussed by the user board. Commissioner Raukar then withdrew his motion to allow further
discussion by the Board. Sheriff Ross Litman said he did not have any objection to 9-1-1 employees
serving and voting on the user board. Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Raukar,
moved to table the matter. After Sheriff Litman indicated he wanted the issue resolved, the tabling
motion failed; two yeas - five nays, Commissioners O’Neil, Kron, Forsman, Sweeney and Chair
Nelson. The amendment to add language to the bylaws was approved; four yeas - three nays,
Commissioners O’Neil, Kron and Sweeney. The amended motion was then approved; four yeas -
three nays, Commissioners O’Neil, Kron and Sweeney. Resolution No. 172.

WHEREAS, the State of Minnesota currently is collecting in excess of $800 million biannually from
the taxation of tobacco products, yet fails to adequately assist local governments in their attempts to
address the overall public health costs of the state’s negligence in allowing this harmful product to be

WHEREAS, the continued absence of a uniform statewide law further restricting or prohibiting the
use of tobacco in bars and restaurants has resulted in an oftentimes confusing and unmanageable

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 21st day of
March, 2006, at 9:30 A.M. in the Morse Town Hall, Ely, Minnesota. The meeting was called to order
by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis Fink, Steve O’Neil, Bill
Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson - 7. Absent: None.

Commissioner Forsman presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to the Ely Garden Club for their
more than thirty years of service beautifying the city. Liz Schendel, President of the Ely Garden Club,
along with other members who were present, accepted the award.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda but no one chose to do so.

At 9:38 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 110, adopted
February 14, 2006, to consider granting an off-sale intoxicating liquor license to Elephant Lake Lodge,
Inc., d/b/a Melgeorge’s Elephant Lake Lodge, Camp 5 Township. Alan Mitchell, County Attorney,
advised the Board that: all necessary County departments reviewed the application and recommended
approval; the Liquor Licensing Committee met with the applicant and, after discussing the location
and propriety of the business, recommended approval; the Town of Camp 5 reviewed the application
and recommended approval; all required notices were given; and, the required insurance certificate
submitted. Carla and Steve Koch, owners of the establishment, were present and said they understood
and would abide by provisions of Ordinance No. 28 (Liquor Ordinance). No one else chose to address
the issue.

At 9:45 A.M., Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to close the
hearing; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Forsman, supported by Commissioner Raukar moved
to approve granting the off-sale intoxicating licenses; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 196.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to approve conveyance of tax
forfeited land to the City of Duluth to upgrade and perpetuate a drainage structure at the intersection
of Trinity Road and Anderson Road; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 197.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to reallocate the position of
Occupational Safety and Health Coordinator to an Industrial Hygienist position in the Employee Safety
and Development Department. The following persons addressed the issue:

Gary Eckenberg, Deputy County Administrator, presented a brief history of the position and described
the reallocation as a “win-win” for the County.

Joe Austin, Director of Employee Safety, said the reallocation will equalize staff levels and enhance
the department’s mission because an Industrial Hygienist is qualified to conduct numerous safety
testings that an Occupational Safety and Health Coordinator is unqualified to do. The enhanced testing
should result in lower injury costs for the County.

After brief discussion, the reallocation was approved; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 198.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve reallocation of a 0.5 FTE
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(full time equivalent) Information Specialist II position from the Sheriff’s Office to Employee Safety
and Development; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 219.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to establish a closed session for
litigation purposes at the conclusion of all County Board and Committee of the Whole business; seven
yeas - Zero nays.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Kron, moved to suspend the rules to consider
acceptance of the Health Care Supervisors’ Bargaining Unit Agreement; seven yeas - zero nays.
Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to approve the agreements. Steven
Fecker, Attorney and County Labor Negotiator, said the contract calls for a 2% pay raise beginning
October 1, 2005, which coincides with a legislative rate increase for health care facilities. The
contract also contains a “me-too” clause regarding health insurance premiums for single persons that
is based on what the Civil Service Basic Unit agrees to accept. The bargaining agreement must be
submitted to the State of Minnesota by March 31, 2006. The agreement was then approved; seven
yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 201.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to suspend the rules to consider
acceptance of the Health Care Basic Bargaining Agreement for 2006; seven yeas - zero nays.
Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Sweeney, moved to approve the agreement.
Attorney Fecker said provisions are the same as the Supervisor’s agreement; seven yeas - Zero nays.
Resolution No. 202.

Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Forsman, moved to suspend the rules to consider
suspending Consumption and Display of Intoxicating Liquor (set-up) Permit and On/Off Sale 3.2%
malt liquor license issued to Sportsman’s Last Chance, Inc., Portage Township, for an alleged liquor
license violation (selling/serving intoxicating liquor on-sale without a proper license); seven yeas - zero
nays. Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, said owners of the establishment, Daniel and Geraldine
Hoffman, have agreed to a recommendation from the Liquor Licensing Committee for a ten-day
suspension and have requested the suspension begin April 17 to coincide with remodeling necessary
to upgrade the establishment to a restaurant with an on-sale intoxicating liquor license. Commissioner
Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to approve the suspension beginning April 17.
Commissioner Nelson offered a friendly amendment - not accepted by the makers - to have the
suspension begin April 7. Commissioner Nelson formally offered the amendment but the motion died
without support. Commissioner Fink was concerned the agreement sets a precedent for disposition
of liquor license violations and said a public hearing was more appropriate. After further discussion,
the ten-day suspension was then approved; six yeas - one nay, Commissioner Fink. Resolution No.
200.

Chair Nelson distributed copies of a budget reallocation proposal to fund $200,000 for
methamphetamine and heating assistance programs. Deputy Administrator Eckenberg said end of year
fund balances are insufficient to cover the entire $200,000. Donald Dicklich, County Auditor, said
he will have fund balances available for the next Board meeting. Commissioner Sweeney noted
Arrowhead Economic Opportunity Agency (AEOA) is out of heating assistance funds and it is
important to find a revenue source to support a heating program.

Joe Perfetti thanked the Board
for the recognition and acknowledged the efforts of everyone who has contributed to the success of
Lincoln Park volunteer projects.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda, but no one chose to do so.

Brian Gaus, Solway resident, said development based on rezoning will have a negative impact on the
environment and subsequent lot sales will amount to “windfall profits” for the current owners.

Regena Merritt, Clerk of the Town of Solway, said the town does not do their own planning and
zoning and the advisory committee was established to consider requests but has no official capacity
to make decisions. Proper procedures were followed by the town board in making the rezoning
request to the County Board.

The meeting
was called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis Fink,
Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson - 7.
Absent: None.

Alan Mitchell, County Attorney, presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to members of the Program
To Aid Victims of Sexual Assault (PAVSA) who have provided thirty-one years of invaluable service
to sexual assault victims. A crisis line is staffed twenty-four hours per day, seven days per week.
Other victim assistance is rendered through counseling, education, support groups and advocacy
programs - all services free of charge. Beth Olson, PAVSA Coordinator, said the award and financial
support from the County is appreciated and she invited Commissioners to participate in “Take Back
The Night Rally” on April 27 at Washington Center.

Chair Nelson proclaimed the week of April 9 through 15 as St. Louis County Public Safety
Telecommunicators Week. Chair Nelson and Commissioner Kron, Chair of Public Safety and
Corrections, presented the proclamation to Sheriff Ross Litman and Lt. Kevin Kivisto.

Sheriff Litman then presented 9-1-1 Lifesaver Awards to the following persons:

Kashay Sheff, age 7, whose coolheaded action calling 9-1-1 on the afternoon of February 4, 2005,
saved the life of her grandfather, Jack Sheff, who had suffered a heart attack.

Janice Makowski, 9-1-1 Dispatcher, who gave cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) instructions to
a woman whose 2-year old daughter fell into a lake and was not breathing. Deputy David Lovaas was
first on the scene and continued to administer CPR until the child was transported to the hospital.

Jason Dickinson, Virginia Fire Department, and Jim Herman, St. Louis County Volunteer Rescue
Squad, who performed a rappel rescue of two men stranded on a cliff facing.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda, but no one chose to do so.

Chair Nelson apologized for inappropriate language used at the April 4 Committee of the Whole
meeting.

WHEREAS, Greater Minnesota may receive no additional highway funding through this constitutional
amendment unless the language of the amendment is changed to guarantee that 60 percent of MVST

The meeting was
called to order by the Chair with the following members present: Commissioners Dennis Fink, Steve
O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar and Chair Keith Nelson - 7. Absent:
None.

Commissioner Fink presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to Lorelei Louks, Duluth, in recognition
of her years of neighborhood volunteer work in the Central Hillside area of Duluth, particularly in
the area of tenants’ rights. Commissioner O’Neil said he has worked along side Ms. Louks for five
years and as a result of her tireless efforts there has been tremendous progress made in rental unit
safety and enforcement of building codes in Duluth. Ms. Louks thanked the Board for the award and
assistance with housing issues over the years.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda, but no one chose to do so.

At the request of Commissioner Raukar, Item No. 9 of the Consent Agenda (approval of repurchase
of tax forfeited land by the previous owner - Michael Zganjar) was removed for separate consideration
under Environment and Natural Resources Committee. Commissioner Kron, supported by
Commissioner Sweeney, moved to approve the remainder of the Consent Agenda; seven yeas - zero
nays.

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OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING
OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF ST. LOUIS, MINNESOTA,
HELD ON MAY 23, 2006

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 23th day of
May, 2006, at 9:34 A.M. in the Floodwood Fair Building, 107 West 7th Street, Floodwood,
Minnesota. The meeting was called to order by the Chair with the following members present:
Commissioners Dennis Fink, Steve O’Neil, Bill Kron, Mike Forsman, Peg Sweeney, Steve Raukar
and Chair Keith Nelson - 7. Absent: None.

Jeffrey Kletscher, Mayor of Floodwood, welcomed the Board to the City of Floodwood.

Commissioner Raukar presented a Volunteer Excellence Award to Clothing, Etc., a group of
volunteers from Floodwood who have established a nonprofit thrift shop for sale of donated clothing
and other items at reasonable prices. More than $5,000 raised by the thrift store has been donated to
other worthy community projects in Floodwood.

Chair Nelson opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning issues not
on the agenda and the following chose to do so:

Michael Clark, Chair of the Floodwood/Meadowlands Community Drug Task Force, said the citizens’
task force was established in 2004 to combat growing problems associated with use of
methamphetamine. The group has raised more than $27,000 for school and community education
programs and training a Floodwood policeman and his police dog. Mr. Clark asked the County to
consider contributing methamphetamine use prevention funds to Floodwood to assist the task force.

Al Moline, Van Buren Township, expressed continuing concern about the proposed Polymet wetland
mitigation plan that will fill ditches in the Floodwood area and could drastically affect area
landowners. Commissioner Raukar said much work needs to be done before the Polymet mitigation
plan is approved.

Julie Kinnear, Fine Lakes Township Clerk, asked why the Sheriff’s Department was charging
townships extra money to provide law enforcement services. Commissioner Sweeney said charges
result from agreements with individual towns that desire more Sheriff patrols than would normally be
provided.

At10:07 A.M., a public hearing was convened pursuant to County Board Resolution No. 258, adopted
April 25, 2006, to consider rezoning the Easterly 550 feet of the Southerly 200 feet of the Northerly
800 feet of the SE 1/4 of the NE 1/4, Section 24, Township 57 North, Range 18 West (Town of
Clinton). Scott Smith, Planning Department, said the property in question is zoned industrial although
it contains a residence. Changing the zoning to residential would make it easier for the landowner to
obtain financing and rebuild if necessary. The Planning Commission approved the rezoning request.
No one else chose to address the issue.

At 10:12 A.M., Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved to close the
public hearing; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner Sweeney,
moved to approve the rezoning; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 334.

Commissioner Raukar, supported by Commissioner Fink, moved to approve tax abatements because
of overvaluations for eight parcels of land located in the City of Duluth. Barbara Russ, Assistant
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County Attorney, said five parcels owned by ICO of Duluth are contiguous and should have been
assessed that way. Even though there is an abatement, values were increased by a much larger amount
and ICO will still pay a higher tax bill than 2005, according to Attorney Russ.

Commissioner Raukar asked for a division of the question with the ICO parcels voted on separately
from the other three residential properties. The five ICO abatements were approved; six yeas - one
nay, Commissioner Forsman. After further discussion, Commissioner Raukar withdrew his motion
to approve abatements for the remaining three parcels. Commissioner Fink, supported by
Commissioner O’Neil, moved to grant the abatements. Commissioner Sweeney asked for a division
of the question with each parcel voted separately. Votes were as follows:

Sheriff Ross Litman explained the
need and said a one-half Deputy position is being eliminated to make the addition levy neutral. After
further discussion, the position was authorized; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 337.

Commissioner Fink, supported by Commissioner O’Neil, moved to suspend the rules to consider
granting a closing date extension from May 25 to “on or before June 23, 2006" for sale of forfeited
land to the Duluth Economic Development Authority (DEDA) for use as a housing development on
Trinity Road; seven yeas - zero nays. Commissioner Sweeney, supported by Commissioner Fink,
moved to approve the extension. The following persons addressed the issue:

Gary Eckenberg, Deputy County Administrator, said the extension was needed to correct an error in
the title description. Although extension will be through June 23, it is not expected to take that long
to revise the legal description.

Ted Stocke, Duluth and developer of the housing project, explained the deed and funding mechanisms
and the need for the extension.

Barbara Russ, Assistant County Attorney, clarified that a ten-year contract will be recorded but a deed
will not be available until the property is paid in full. The description error occurred in the original
forfeiture description.

Commissioner Sweeney amended her motion to require payment in full no later than ten days after the
closing. After further discussion, Commissioner Sweeney withdrew her amendment and original
motion extending the closing date was approved; seven yeas - zero nays. Resolution No. 337.

Chair Nelson noted a ground breaking and barn raising for a Children’s Barn at the North St. Louis
County Fairgrounds.

Commissioner Fink provided a synopsis of the 2006 Minnesota legislative session and said the
Association of Minnesota Counties (AMC) will hold a meeting in Silver Bay on June 2, 2006.
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Chair Nelson distributed a map of Northeast Regional Corrections property being considered for use
by the Caribou Lake Wastewater Board as part of a proposed sewer system. Commissioner Sweeney
said other Arrowhead Regional Corrections counties have asked for a County Board position on a sale
or lease of the land by mid-June and she suggested discussing the item at Committee of the Whole for
referral to the June 6 Board meeting.
