In organizational settings, using poetry 
and thoughtful commentary, he illustrates 
how we can foster qualities of courage 
and engagement; qualities needed if 
we are to respond to today’s call for 
increased creativity and adaptability 
in the workplace. He brings a unique 
and important contribution to our 
understanding of the nature of individual 
and organizational change, particularly 
through his unique perspectives on 
Conversational Leadership.
