Glass Bottles and Jars —
Reduce — Use refillable or returnable bottles whenever possible.

Reuse — Reuse your glass bottles for storing other food. Store grains or other bulk goods
in empty glass bottles. Store screws, pens, paper clips, buttons and other odds and ends in
glass jars.

Recycle — Glass food and drink bottles that are brown, green, or clear can be recycled
through St. Louis County roll-offs and through curbside collections. The glass should be
rinsed clean and the lids and caps removed. Labels do not need to be removed. Do not
break. Metal lids can be recycled with metal food and beverage containers if they do not
have a rubber sealing ring.

Disposal — Glass that cannot be recycled may be disposed of in the regular trash. The
following types of glass are not recyclable because they contain different ingredients
than glass bottles. Throw these in the garbage: mirrors, Plexiglas, plates and dishes,
ceramics, drinking glasses, windows, and incandescent light bulbs.
