
**Moving Permit Specifications** 

 
DIMENSION LIMITATIONS - A moving permit is required if the following legal limitations are 
exceeded by equipment and/or vehicles INCLUDING load:  
Maximum overall width:  8 feet 6 inches  
Maximum overall height: 13 feet 6 inches  
Maximum overall length for: 

*Single motor vehicle = 45 feet  
*Truck crane = 48 feet  
*Semi-trailer of two vehicle combination = 48 feet (53’ if distance from kingpin to center of 
rear axle group is 43’ or less). 
*Each trailer or semi-trailer of a twin trailer combination = 28 feet 6 inches  
*Combination of 2 vehicles = 75 feet 
*Truck-tractor with semi-trailer combination = 75 feet 
*Trailer of two vehicle combination = 45 feet  

**Truck tractor with semi-trailer combinations that exceed 75 feet overall and all twin trailer 
combinations must operate only on four lane (or more) divided highways or other public 
highways and roadways designated by the Minnesota Commissioner of Transportation as 
National Truck Network or Minnesota Twin Trailer Network Routes for long combination 
vehicles. Single vehicles within these combinations must meet legal maximums.** 
 
GROSS WEIGHT LIMITATION - A moving permit is required if the total gross vehicle weight 
exceeds 80,000 lbs.  
 
During spring load restrictions, vehicle weights are calculated on a per axle basis. No axle shall 
exceed the posted weight limit on a given road. A permit WILL NOT be issued if any of the axles 
are over the posted weight limit.  
 
A common misconception is that no permits will be issued during spring load restrictions. This is 
not the case. There are two instances where a moving permit will be issued during spring load 
restrictions: 

1.) The vehicle is over-dimensional, but the axel weights are less than the posted axel 
weight restriction (see above for dimensional limitations).  

2.) The gross vehicle weight is over 80,000 lbs. but the weight is distributed amongst the 
axles so that it is still below the posted weight limit for a given road. i.e. A truck wants to 
travel on a 9-ton road. Their gross vehicle weight is 85,000 lbs. (overweight), but it is 
evenly distributed across 5 axles, making the axle weight 17,000 lbs. (or 8.5 tons). They 
are still under the posted 9-ton weight limit, but the truck is over the gross weight 
limitation, therefore, they will need a moving permit.
