OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING
OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
OF THE COUNTY OF ST. LOUIS, MINNESOTA,
HELD ON JANUARY 14, 2014

The Board of County Commissioners of the County of St. Louis, Minnesota, met this 14" day of
January 2014, at 9:32 a.m., at the St. Louis County Courthouse, Duluth, Minnesota, with the
following members present: Commissioners Frank Jewell, Angie Miller, Chris Dahlberg, Pete
Stauber, Keith Nelson, Steve Raukar, and Chair Mike Forsman - 7. Absent: 0.

Chair Forsman asked for a moment of silence in honor of military personnel serving here and abroad,
public safety people, and for all of the incent victims of conflicts throughout the world.

Nathan Bentley, founder of “Bentleyville”, thanked St. Louis County for their continued support and
sponsorship of Bentleyville. Mr. Bentley presented the Board with a certificate of appreciation and a
custom-made steel tree.

The Board presented Commissioner Miller a plaque in recognition of Commissioner Miller
volunteering to serve on the Board. Commissioner Miller thanked the Board for the opportunity and
encouraged the public residing in the second district to vote in today’s Commissioner Special
Election.

Chair Forsman then opened the meeting to persons who wanted to address the Board concerning
issues not on the agenda, and no one came forth.

Commissioner Jewell, supported by Commissioner Dahlberg, moved to approve the consent agenda
without item #3, Support for Federal Legislation Addressing the Crime of Sex Trafficking of
Children. The motion passed; seven yeas, zero nays.

Commissioner Stauber, supported by Commissioner Raukar, moved that the St. Louis County Board
authorizes the Public Health and Human Services Department to implement a pilot fraud prevention
initiative for the period January 1, 2014 through December 31, 2014. The Board authorizes the
increase of the department’s authorized FTE by 2.0 to allow for the hiring of one (1) FTE Eligibility
Investigator and one (1) Financial Worker for this fraud prevention initiative with the understanding
these positions are only authorized for the time frame of the pilot; the cost of this pilot fraud
prevention initiative is projected to be $118,362. PHHS shall provide the Board with quarterly
evaluations of this fraud prevention initiative. Commissioner Jewell exited the meeting at 9:53 a.m.
The motion passed; six yeas, zero nays (Jewell absent). Resolution No. 14-58.

Commissioner Jewell entered the meeting at 9:54 a.m.

A recess was taken from 9:55 a.m. to 10:08 a.m.



Commissioner Stauber, supported by Commissioner Nelson, moved that the St. Louis County Board
supports the federal legislative efforts of Senator Amy Klobuchar to expand the language of existing
legislation that will help eliminate sex trafficking across the country by giving prosecutors the tools
they need to combat the crimes and ensure support for the victims of those crimes. Eric Garcia Luna
spoke to the board on behalf of Senator Amy Klobuchar’s office. Mr. Luna thanked the Board for
their support and briefly discussed the legislation. The motion passed; seven yeas, zero nays.

WHEREAS, To bolster actions by law enforcement, society must assist in eliminating sex

crimes by altering practices to make it more difficult for criminals to engage in sex trafficking in the
state of Minnesota and all states of the country; and
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WHEREAS, Minnesota County Attorneys, specifically in St. Louis and Ramsey counties,
have previously committed to treating children who are trafficked, as victims and not as delinquents;
and

WHEREAS, In 2011 the Minnesota Legislature and Governor Dayton enacted the “Safe
Harbor for Sexually Exploited Youth Act” which identified prostituted children as victims of sexual
exploitation and called upon the state to create a framework for implementation of the changes
inherent in the new law by August 1, 2014; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota counties have demonstrated a willingness to play a leading role in
the fight against the sex tratficking of children through the eftforts of their child protection, public
health, human services, housing, law enforcement, prosecution, and local corrections and probation
services; and

WHEREAS, The “Minnesota Girls are Not for Sale” campaign, funded by the Minnesota
Women’s Foundation, has garnered statewide support and national coverage for efforts to identify
and stop the exploitation of girls in our communities;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That St. Louis County will continue to take a shared
leadership role in developing a victim-centered response to eliminating sex trafficking of children;

RESOLVED FURTHER, That St. Louis County encourages community awareness through
support of “National Human Trafficking Awareness Month,” January 2014;

RESOLVED FURTHER, That St. Louis County supports the federal legislative efforts of
Senator Amy Klobuchar to expand the language of existing legislation that will help eliminate sex
trafficking across the country by giving prosecutors the tools they need to combat the crimes and
ensure support for the victims of those crimes.
