RELATED DEPARTMENT GOAL: 
Provide mandated and discretionary licensing services in a timely manner. 
 
ACTION REQUESTED: 
The St. Louis County Board is requested to consider an off-sale intoxicating liquor license 
for Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, Inc., Crane Lake Township. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, Inc., has made application for an Off-Sale Intoxicating Liquor 
License for the establishment known as Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, Inc., Crane Lake 
Township.  Minn. Stat. § 340A.405, Subdivision 2(d), relating to the issuance of off-sale 
intoxicating liquor licenses provides that "No license may be issued under this subdivision 
unless a public hearing is held on the issuance of the license.  Notice must be given to all 
interested parties and to any city located within three miles of the premises to be licensed.  
At the hearing the county board shall consider testimony and exhibits presented by 
interested parties and may base its decision to issue or deny a license upon the nature of 
the business to be conducted and its impact upon any municipality, and the character and 
reputation of the applicant, and the propriety of the location." 
 
The County Liquor Licensing Committee considered and approved the application and 
recommends Board approval.  This establishment is located in Area 3 and the annual 
license fee is $150. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
It is recommended that the St. Louis County Board consider the testimony at the public 
hearing and barring any valid objection, approve the issuance of the off sale license.

 WHEREAS, Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, Inc. d/b/a Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, 
Inc., Crane Lake Township, St. Louis County, Minnesota, has applied for an off-sale 
intoxicating liquor license; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Minn. Stat. § 340A.405, Subdivision 2(d), requires that a public hearing 
be held prior to the issuance of an off-sale intoxicating liquor license; and 
 
 WHEREAS, A public hearing was held on May 27, 2014, at 9:40 a.m., in the City 
Council Chambers, City Hall, Hibbing, Minnesota, for the purpose of considering the 
granting of the off-sale intoxicating liquor license; and 
 
 WHEREAS, With regard to the application for said license, Scotts Crane Lake Bar & 
Grill, Inc., has complied in all respects with the requirements of Minnesota Law and St. 
Louis County Ordinance No. 28; and 
 
 WHEREAS, The Liquor Licensing Committee of the St. Louis County Board of 
Commissioners has considered the nature of the business to be conducted and the 
propriety of the location and has recommended approval of the application; 
 
 THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That Off-Sale Intoxicating Liquor License 
(License Number CMB14160) shall be issued to Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, Inc. d/b/a 
Scotts Crane Lake Bar & Grill, Inc., Crane Lake Township, located in Area 3, for an annual 
fee of $150; 
 
 RESOLVED FURTHER, That said liquor license shall be effective May 27, 2014 
through June 30, 2014; 
 
 RESOLVED FURTHER, That said license is approved contingent upon payment of 
real estate taxes when due; 
 
 RESOLVED FURTHER, That if named license holder sells the licensed place of 
business, the County Board may, at its discretion after an investigation, transfer the license 
to a new owner, but without pro-rated refund of license fee to the license holder.

RELATED DEPARTMENT GOAL: 
Provide a safe, well maintained road and bridge system.  
 
ACTION REQUESTED: 
The St. Louis County Board is requested to authorize the execution of a Property Lease 
Agreement between the county and United States Steel Corporation ("Minntac") for a 
portion of the right-of-way for the relocated County State Aid Highway (CSAH) 102.  
  
BACKGROUND: 
Minntac provided the county with notice pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 160.10 that the currently-
existing CSAH 102 interferes with its planned future mining operations. Minntac also 
requested that the road be relocated. In order to accommodate Minntac's request, the 
county and Minntac entered an agreement whereby Minntac would purchase the land 
necessary for the relocated CSAH 102 right-of-way, construct the new road and transfer 
the relocated road to the county for inclusion in the county state aid highway system. When 
Minntac undertook acquisition of the land necessary for the relocated CSAH 102 right-of-
way, however, it learned that a certain portion of the proposed right-of-way was burdened 
by a declaration in favor of the Minnesota Department of Employment and Economic 
Development (DEED), which restricted any transfer of the property.  
 
The county and Minntac worked with DEED to reach an acceptable solution.  It was 
determined that the county would obtain a permanent easement for highway purposes over 
the DEED-burdened property, DEED would approve the county's easement, and the county 
would allow Minntac to take possession of the property in order to construct the road.  
 
The proposed lease is the legal document by which the county will allow Minntac to take 
possession of the DEED-burdened property in order to construct the road. The term of the 
Property Lease Agreement is from the date of its execution until the date the county 



accepts the relocated CSAH 102 from Minntac. No rent will be charged in connection with 
the lease.  
 
RECOMMENDATION:  
It is recommended that the St. Louis County Board authorize the proper county officials to 
execute the Property Lease Agreement between St. Louis County and Minntac for certain 
property located near Mt. Iron, MN, over which the county holds an easement for highway 
purposes in order for Minntac to construct the relocated CSAH 102.
