St. Louis County Canvass Board Minutes 2010 General Election
Monday, November 8, 2010
The St. Louis County Election Canvassing Board was called to order at 3:09 p.m., in the County Board Room, 2nd Floor, Courthouse, Duluth, MN, with the following members present:  County Auditor Donald Dicklich, County Commissioner Peg Sweeney, Court Administrator Marietta Johnson and City of Duluth Mayor Don Ness. County Commissioner Chris Dahlberg arrived at 3:20 p.m.   Also present was Patricia Stolee, Director of Elections.

The Oath was administered to Marieta Johnson and County Commissioner Chris Dahlberg.
Director Stolee summarized the election results. Auditor Dicklich read through the results of the governor’s race. Director Stolee said new absentee voting laws requires absentee voting to be processed, counted and entered separately, noting St. Louis County has 178 polling precincts and 178 absentees precincts for a total of 356 precincts. This translates to double the work with the same amount of staff.  Stolee said a new software and hardware system was implemented this year to help process the returns more quickly and accurately. Auditor Dicklich said the Secretary of State will not post any results until both absentee and polling place totals are entered. Auditor Dicklich said the county’s new software system allows us to post results on the county website as they come in from the polling place. After reviewing the reports, Dahlberg/Johnson moved to certify the results and approve submission of the Abstract of Votes Cast to the Minnesota Secretary of State. (5-0)

Sweeney/Johnson moved to appoint County Auditor Donald Dicklich as the Post-Election Equipment Review Official. Director Stolee said St. Louis County is required to hand count five precincts, which will be randomly selected by the Canvass Board. At that time Commissioner Dahlberg drew the following precincts: Babbitt, Duluth Precinct 1, Proctor, Unorganized Precinct 64-12 and Eveleth Precinct 3.  

At 3:33 p.m., Sweeney/Dahlberg moved to adjourn the Canvass Board meeting.  (5-0)
