Lawful Gambling/Premises Permits Requirements

Some information concerning lawful gambling may be obtained in person or by contacting the County Auditor’s Office by e-mail at johnsonw@stlouiscountymn.gov or by telephone at 218-726-2000, ext. 4526.  Return all required documents to:  St. Louis County Auditor, Attention:  Lawful Gambling Licensing, 100 N. 5th Ave. W., Room 214, Duluth, MN  55802-1293, or by fax or e-mail.

The Gambling Control Board (GCB) issues all gambling permits, however, County Board approval is required for Premises Permits and Off-Site Gambling.  Applications are available through the GCB’s web site:  www.gcb.state.mn.us, or their address is Gambling Control Board, 1711 West County Road B, Roseville, MN 55113; telephone: 651-639-4000. The State of Minnesota Gambling Control Board educates and regulates the lawful gambling industry to ensure the integrity of operations and provides for the lawful use of net profits. The five forms of lawful gambling are pull-tabs, raffles, bingo, paddlewheels, and tipboards.

Premises Permits
Required documents:

1.
LG214, Premises Permit application, signed by the CEO of the organization

2.
LG215, Lease for Lawful Gambling, if the site is leased, signed by the lessor and lessee

3.
Include name, address and phone number of organization’s contact person

4.
Requires County Board action

Effective July 1, 2009, St. Louis County Board approval is required only for a new site.

Application to Conduct Off-Site Gambling
Required documents:

1.
LG230, Application to Conduct Off-Site Gambling, signed by the CEO of the organization

2.
Lease Agreement is not required for raffles; it is required for pull-tabs, bingo, tipboards and paddlewheel.  Lease Agreement is located on the lower ½ of page 1 of LG230, and must be signed by lessor

3.
Include name, address and phone number of organization’s contact person

4.
Requires County Board action

Application for Exempt Permit
Required documents:

1.
LG220, Application for Exempt Permit, signed by the CEO of the organization

2.
Include name, address and phone number of organization’s contact person

3.
Does not require County Board action, but is required to be signed by the County Auditor or  Deputy Auditor

Excluded Bingo
1.
LG240B, Application for Excluded Bingo, signed by the CEO of the organization

2.
Include name, address and phone number of organization’s contact person

3.
Does not require County Board action, but does require the signature of the County Auditor or Deputy Auditor
