The
candidate should be able to touch or grasp each colored bag and tell you what's inside, like
the KED (green bag), C-collars (blue bag), V-Vac suction unit (yellow bag attached to the
Oxygen Kit), Mustang Suit (big yellow bag), etc. Score them a No-Go if they get any wrong.
Be a little more lenient with items such as body bags and ALZ lights. These are often
packaged differently and bang around the back of the truck, so they may take some rooting
around a bit to pinpoint.
