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2B. Project Description

1. Provide a description that addresses the entire scope of the proposed
project and how the Collaborative Applicant will use grant funds to
comply with the provisions of 24 CFR 578.7.

St. Louis County(SLC) as CoC Collaborative Applicant with the Governance
Board(GB) will use planning funds & in kind match to improve the CoC system
by developing, evaluating & monitoring data derived performance measures
appropriate for program type for compliance with standards identified. Funds
will be used for additional capacity for broad system mapping to expand the
housing Coordinated Entry System (CES) throughout the 7,000 square miles of
the county. To fulfill goals outlined in the CoC application, SLC will work
towards a uniform anti-discrimination policy for all participating agencies. 1)SLC
will contract a System Performance (SP) Planner to work closely with SLC CoC
Coordinator & ESG Planners to evaluate & monitor APR performance targets
for ESG/CoC programs. The SP Planner will work closely with the Evaluation
Committee (EC) to develop a Peer Review program to monitor agency APR
targets & report back to the Board. The SP Planner will work with the EC,
agency recipients, CoC Coordinator & GB to develop an improvement plan for
agency programs that are not at/above benchmarks. The SP Planner will also
work with agencies individually to address system policies, staff training & HMIS
capacity that may affect performance. Monthly discussions with all entities will
identify system challenges that affect outcomes & implement best practices to
provide solutions for improvement. SLC will hold data quality days for agency
training for both the HMIS user & program leadership. 2)SLC will contract with
CES Planners to identify system improvements needed for CES requirements,
align with the State CES & provide client centered access throughout the
county, including specifics for the needs of households fleeing domestic
violence (DV). CES Planners will develop specific protocols for DV households
to access funds through the CES w/o jeopardizing their safety. Also needed are
enhancements for rural access, clients moving between urban centers & Tribal
boundaries & work with the Public Housing Authorities to adopt homeless
preference policies. The CES Planners will meet monthly with EC & GB to
implement System changes to improve outcomes. SLC will work towards a
Collective Impact Model which will integrate McKinney-Vento with ESG & MN
state grant funds for the Family Homeless Prevention Assistance Program
(FHPAP), Substance Use Disorder, and Housing w/Supports grants in place.
Standards for Rapid Re-Housing will be identified. 3)SLC will contract for
System Mapping to document services throughout the county occurring outside
of current CoC programs that support housing stability. This system mapping
will include all organizations that can be connected to maximize resources
throughout the Continuum. 4. To develop a more person-centered CES, SLC
will plan & execute 2 CoC trainings for trauma informed care, motivational
interviewing & work w/special population groups such as youth, GLTBQ,
DV/trafficking victims, & clients with criminal background.

2. Describe the estimated schedule for the proposed activities, the
management plan, and the method for assuring effective and timely
completion of all work.
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The System Performance evaluation, HMIS data quality assessments & CES
Planning will be supervised by the SLC-Public Health Human Services
Homeless Programs Manager, Mary Bishop, with PHHS Senior Planner & CoC
Coordinator to ensure the proposed activities are contracted & completed as
scheduled & indicated in this application. The SP Planner will work closely with
the Performance Eval Comm (which includes the Homeless Programs Manager
& Governance Board members). The Governance Board will receive monthly
updates on Performance Evaluation activities, agency APR’s steps taken for
Peer Review & performance measure improvements. 1) Contract with System
Performance Planner for full year 9/1/2019-8/30/2020. SP Planner will hold
agency meetings in 4th quarter 2019 & 2nd quarter 2020 to communicate HMIS
data quality standards & Peer Review schedules. SP Planner will attend
Performance Evaluation meetings & report monthly on APR’s & outcomes to the
SLC Homeless Programs Manager & GB for monitoring of CoC system. 2.)SLC
will contract with CES Planners north & south for full year 9/1/2019-8/30/2020 to
evaluate & identify improvements needed to comply with the requirements of
the CES, align with the State CES requirements & provide client centered
access throughout the geographic area of the county. CES Planners will attend
all state CES meetings & report back to local CES Committee (includes Tribal
partners) & housing case managers for implementation. CES Planners will work
with the CES Committee to develop a workplan in 4th Quarter 2019 for yearlong
activities of the CES Committee to implement & improve the Collective Model
Impact process for recipients of ESG & CoC funds, including FHPAP, SUD &
HSASMI grant flex funds. CES Planners will also develop a process for
improvement of Rapid Re-Housing & inclusion of the Housing Support
programs in St. Louis County. CES Planners will report activities monthly to the
CES Committee, PHHS Homeless Programs staff & Governance Board. SLC
will contract with CES Planners 9/1/2019-8/30-2020 for system mapping/south
using lessons learned from north system mapping, prior planning grant
activities. CES Planners will provide outreach to broad community partners
throughout the planning grant with an increased system mapping presentation
to the GB & all agency program staff, housing case managers & community
partners to inform about additional community supports available for increasing
housing stability. SLC will hold 2 trainings within the 9/1/2019-8/30/2020 grant
period for HUD recipient agency staff & community partners for education
regarding special sub-populations identified in this application; youth, GLTBQ,
DV, trafficking victims & clients with criminal background. Trainings will include
enhanced Trauma Informed Care service &Motivational Interviewing for
increasing housing stability outcomes. In addition, the CES Committee/PHHS
conference presentation to increase CoC membership will be held in October
2019.

3. How will the requested funds improve or maintain the CoC's ability to
evaluate the outcome of CoC and ESG projects?

The requested funding will provide additional staff expertise with a System
Performance Planner and Coordinated Entry System Planners north and south
to increase capacity by collaborating with the SLC CoC Coordinator, ESG
Program Administrators & the Performance Evaluation Committee to improve
agency data quality reports which address performance measures and identify
agencies needing additional support for improved outcomes. Additional capacity
for evaluation of programs will allow for monthly monitoring of all CoC and ESG
agency housing programs.  In addition, expanded system mapping to inform
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and incorporate additional available resources for housing stability will ultimately
improve regional outcomes. Activity written standards will be incorporated into
the ongoing St. Louis County Plan to End Homelessness document.

4. How will the planning activities continue beyond the expiration of HUD
financial assistance?

Planning grant funds previously received have considerably strengthened the
capacity of the CoC to establish a Performance Evaluation Committee and
increase the understanding of agency data quality and how it affects APRs.
Agency APR’s are used as a prominent source of outcomes for the annual
ranking process. The next step for improved performance measures is to create
a Peer Review process that will be put in place for all CoC and ESG agencies
and establish an expectation of data quality measures that will provide accurate,
timely data analysis as an ongoing expectation of receiving St. Louis County
CoC funding. The HMIS data quality days training will provide a blueprint of
required data quality standards for agencies to use internally for new staff and
for the Performance Evaluation Committee and Governance Board to be able to
fairly evaluate outcomes during the annual review &ranking process. Once
these expectations are developed and written standards communicated, the
planning activities will be incorporated into the St. Louis County Homeless
Programs as standard business practices. Once the template for a Coordinated
Entry System conference workshop is developed, the presentation will continue
to be utilized for future conferences.
