Splitting and Consolidating Parcels

All new splits or consolidations of parcels must meet current zoning
standards. The number of new lots may require an application for
subdivision plat or its equivalent. Hermantown, Proctor, and Ely have
their own requirements for new parcels. Please check with their city
clerks.

The new parcels must be submitted to the County Auditor (usually as
a deed drafted by an attorney or abstract/titte company) for review

of new legal description and accuracy. Many cities have their own
requirements and standards relating to parcel splits and they should
be contacted regarding those standards.
