	Vaping/e-cigarette trends among youth in St. Louis County; Ali Randall, Public Health Educator


	Ali provided broad overview of national and local statistics and trends. Her presentation will be provided to Advisory Committee members. Her presentation is based on Minnesota Department of Health data regarding tobacco/nicotine and youth. SLC data comes from MN Student Survey results comparing St. Louis County to MN (SLC is higher). 
The MDH Toolkit will be sent out to PHHS Advisory Committee members. Ali can provide additional information if you have questions or requests. MN Student Survey data can be pulled for each St. Louis County school district. Her email is randalla@stlouiscountymn.gov. Ali focused her presentation on factors that contribute to e-cigarette trends.
