	Committee member/staff updates
	Kevin: CHUM Rhubarb Festival is 6/23; Requested model and input into how best carry our Advisory Committee member role with constituents – requests a “job description”

(some group discussion; there is no model and members approach their role differently; John suggested the group contact commissioners about how they want to use  the committee; Tony shared the group is issue-focused)

John: Behavioral Health Network, Ely Care Team working with HRSA grant and distributing “Make it Okay” Campaign in High Schools; Early Childhood Mental Health Initiative – project to keep families out of child protection, thanked the county for being involved

Amber: shared legislative proposal/letter to make State Parks more accessible (letter shared with all members via email); Jay Cooke is the least accessible park in the State

Cynthia: will share a federal letter in opposition to reductions in housing spending with members (sent via email)

Dawn: AEOA not supporting meals on wheels and FST now providing meals as a caterer to AEOA; this week doing community education about recycling so the broader community can see how FST supports people with disabilities; watching State and Federal legislation introduced that could have big impacts

Sarah: Angie Miller, CAD CEO retiring, celebration on 6/27 at Clyde; Seeds of Success/Farmer’s Market on 6/15, Lincoln Park and Central Hillside on 6/19 (now Tuesdays & Thursdays); “Hope” employment workshops started; added appearances for MnSure and SNAP Navigators at the Public Library; hosting “Mechanics that Mentor” pop up bike shops with local mechanics fixing bikes 5/27 and 5/29; Health Coach doing a mindfulness series as part of Make It Okay; Hosting “Connections” with American Lung Association on 5/24 with a free dinner; Transportation forum on 6/7; Community Health Worker partnering with the county and others as a great outreach – role is building connections between people and systems 

Tony: Questioned whether people are better off or not with the Federal Affordable Care Act; discussion about pharmacy and prescription costs increasing – impact with insulin, epi pens, etc. (group discussion on the importance of consumer education and price shopping for both prescription medication and procedures) group requested to discuss “health literacy” (thanks to Kevin for the term) and asked PHHS to bring resources for discussion of how they could empower the community to act on their own behalf 
Janelle: working with local communities in other counties to do the community health needs assessment and continuing to serve in a strategic planning role 

Amy: implementing expanded HFA working with CHB counties; exploring expansion of asthma home visiting due to hospitalization rates; MSHO program care coordination role caseloads increasing but not reimbursement; consolidating MnChoice assessment unit as a department (Amber asked about how to access asthma home visiting program, Amy shared it was through the health system or school referrals); Husky refinery sheltering response; Dr. Bilden stepping out of Medical Consultant role in July (contract remains with Duluth Clinic)

Linnea: County Board workshop in April, will share details with Advisory Committee; State legislation brief updates of pending items; success of pilot Opioid Withdrawal Unit; new Financial Assistance Director starting; new Planning Resource and Organizational Development Unit up and running; Continuous Improvement project for elderly; new Community Impact Report; Child Care listening session in Duluth; new MDH/DHS news about pervasiveness of fentanyl in Minnesota; Foster Care Month – recognized parents in Eveleth event 

Dr. Bilden: Commissioner Olson working to establish a plan for pediatric evaluation and response for child abuse; HDC grant for “warm handoff” between Hospital/ER and other mental health or substance abuse resources; MDH expanding sites and drug surveillance; MDH alert to report deaths related to acute drug use; Opioid Withdrawal Unit/Substance Use Disorder – trying to increase the distribution of naloxone; Opioid toxicity in pre-hospital association importance of naloxone plus compressions; “Substance Use Disorder” term combines addiction and dependency
Amber asked about a change in how the County is supporting “older teenagers” and placement

Kevin shared the Advisory Committee role is supporting Public Health and Human Services
