	Legislative priorities and refugee resettlement federal executive order, Linnea
	 Refugee resettlement overview on PHHS impacts (0 resettlements in last 5 years; 1 in last 10 years to SLC); Board tabled vote until May meeting, before June 1 deadline; SLC is not a primary resettlement area (more than 50 miles from resettlement agency; no agencies are located within SLC)
Federal executive order requires states and counties to affirm that jurisdictions will accept refugees; default is no if not affirmed

Discussion regarding role of Advisory Committee in drafting a letter to support the affirmation; better to communicate with county commissioners directly as constituents
Employment is needed in SLC; Amber Madoll offered that individuals with disabilities are a population that is under employed

Resettled refugees would not draw from county resources
