I Resolution for Adoption of County Commissioner Districts 

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes Chapter 375 establishes the procedure and requires a process for 
redistricting county commissioner districts based on population figures from the federal census; and 

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statute 8 204B.135, Subd. 2, requires that county commissioner districts be 
redistricted within 80 days of the date the state legislature has been redistricted or at least 15 weeks before 
the state primary election, whichever comes first; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to these statutes the 2010 federal census population figures shall be used to 
redistrict the St. Louis County Commissioner Districts by May 1, 2012, and that commissioner districts 
shall be bounded by town, municipal, ward, city district, or precinct lines; and 

WHEREAS, St. Louis County published three weeks' consecutive notice of the public hearing and 
intent to adopt the County Commissioner Redistricting Plan in the official newspaper of record for the 
county board for 20 1 2; and 

WHEREAS, the St. Louis County Board of Commissioners conducted public meetings on the 2012 
County Commissioner redistricting on March 13, 20 12, and April 17, 20 12, and a public hearing on April 
24,2012. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the St. Louis County Board of Commissioners 
hereby redistricts the County of St. Louis, following town, municipal, ward, city district, or precinct lines 
as reestablished in April 2012, and reestablishes the length of terms as follows:
