INCIDENT SUMMARY::

On 07/04/2013 at 1109 hrs. the St. Louis County Sheriff's Office investigated a vehicle accident
involving a motorcycle. A 24 year old male, Benjamin Scott Jones, Rice Lake Township
resident was traveling north on Rice Lake Road on his motorcycle when he attempted to pass
an SUV making a left turn from the north bound lane into the Gnesen General Store. The
motorcyclist struck the SUV causing both the motorcycle, motorcyclist, and the SUV to go into
the ditch. The motorcyclist was pronounced dead at the scene. The motorcyclist was wearing
his helmet at the time of the accident. The driver of the SUV received non-life threatening
injuries.
