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St. Louis County Sheriff honors two groups with 911 Lifesaver Awards

Two situations that can only be described as dire: the first occurred when a car carrying five
young people missed a stop sign near Cook last July and crashed into the side of a semi-trailer. With
the car pinned and occupants trapped, a small fire started. Yet, thanks to the quick response and
creative thinking of a combined 40 emergency responders, only one life was lost. Four of the five
people inside the car are alive today.

In another instance, this past January, a fire broke out at a home in Meadowlands, trapping a
couple inside. The husband, John Stoessel, was able to call 911. His wife, Karen, was already
unconscious. Two firefighters entered the house and rescued the couple while others battled the
flames. An ambulance transported the two to a hospital while CPR was administered. Sadly, Karen
died. But because of the bravery and coordinated efforts of 16 individuals, John survived.

St. Louis County Sheriff Ross Litman will recognize the many individuals involved in these
two rescue efforts, presenting them with 911 Life Saver Awards during the County Board meeting
on Tuesday, May 27, at 9:30 a.m. The meeting will be held at the Hibbing City Hall, 401 East 21%
Street in Hibbing.

“Not every 911 call has a happy ending,” said Sheriff Ross Litman, “but these two incidents
very clearly show the coordinated efforts, professionalism and heroism displayed by many
individuals who refused to give up, even under extremely dangerous conditions. And because of
their persistence, lives were saved.”

The accident in Cook, as horrific as it was, happened to involve remarkable timing. When the
911 call came in, emergency communications specialists immediately dispatched first responders,
ambulance and firefighters from Cook, as well as firefighters from Orr, who all happened to be
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training together nearby at the time. One of the ambulance team members, David Rankila, also
happened to work for St. Louis County’s Public Works Department and was on the eve of his
retirement. While firefighters worked to knock down the blaze, Rankila was able to get a front-end
loader from the Public Works garage in nearby Linden Grove and move the semi enough to free the
car and occupants trapped underneath.

In the Meadowlands fire, despite the home being fully engulfed, firefighters Larry Simonson
and Gust Wells entered the structure not just once, but twice to rescue the people inside. CPR was
started immediately on the two, and continued all the way to the hospital.

From the Meadowlands fire incident, honorees include Meadowland firefighters Larry

Anderson, Carl Bergin and Neil Kehoe; Meadowland Ambulance members Dan Anderson, Beth
Anderson and Troy Maly; St. Louis County Sheriff’s Deputy Sean Cannon; and St Louis County
Emergency Communications Specialists Don Walters, Jason Running and Brian Thompson.

Since 1993, St. Louis County has recognized the efforts of those individuals who have
worked together, often risking their own safety, to save others. The 911 Life Saver Award honors
those worthy of such recognition, but also serves to educate the public on how the County’s 911
system works.
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
