INCIDENT SUMMARY:

The St Louis County Sheriff's Volunteer Rescue Squad and sheriff's deputies are currently
searching for two elderly siblings who are long overdue for a scheduled rendezvous with other
family members near Hegman Lake northwest of Ely. The pair are in a dark gray 2014 Jeep
Cherokee, MN Lic 942-NJW. William Lockhart and his sister, Jonell Kristensen, dropped off
Lockhart's son and wife to go hiking near Hegman Lake and were supposed to wait there for
their return. The low temperatures expected overnight and the remoteness of the area being
searched along with the ages of Lockhart and Kristensen have given this search additional
urgency.
