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                  ST. LOUIS COUNTY FOSTER CARE LICENSING INFORMATION
Minnesota State Law (Chapter 245, MN Human Services Licensing Act and MN Family Foster Care Rule 2960.3020) allows all residents of St. Louis County over the age of twenty-one to apply to our county for child foster care licensing.  All applicants for child foster care must meet all of the licensing requirements set down in these rules before the license will be recommended to the State.

Being licensed to provide child foster care for St. Louis County is not employment with the county and does not guarantee placement of children in your home.  Children are placed by county social workers, by order of the courts, or by law enforcement officers.  Children are placed in homes considered to be the best placement for the child considering the child’s needs and behaviors.  St. Louis County has a responsibility for making and carrying out the service plan for the child, which may include, but not be restricted to, return of the child to the home, transfer to another home, placement with a relative or adoption.
St. Louis County does not have funds to cover expenses incurred by you to meet licensing requirements.  Therefore, you must understand that any changes made to your home to meet fire codes, or other requirements, are done voluntarily by you at your expense, with no guarantees that placements will be made because of these changes.

Once you are licensed and have a foster child placed in your home, the funds paid to you monthly are for the expenses of caring for the child and not meant to be income for your family.
