Canvass Board Minutes

General Election, November 9, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m., with the following members present:  Commissioner Keith Nelson, Jeff Anderson representing Commissioner Mike Forsman, Gunnar Johnson, City of Duluth Attorney representing Mayor Don Ness, Auditor Don Dicklich and Court Administrator Cindy Stratioti.  Also present were Melanie Ford, County Attorney and Paul Tynjala, Director of Elections for St. Louis County.

Auditor Dicklich gave the oath of office to Jeff Anderson and Gunnar Johnson.

Director of Elections Tynjala outlined results of the election and problems encountered. A detailed explanation was given concerning a 100 vote discrepancy in the Mt. Iron Precinct 1 totals phoned in on election night and their official summary statement results and the late telephone return submitted by the City of Buhl.  After scrutiny of the canvass report and discussion, Nelson/Johnson moved to certify the St. Louis County Abstract of Votes Cast at the November 4, 2008 General Election and authorize submission of the abstract to the Minnesota Secretary of State. At this time, six electronic voting machine precincts were randomly selected for a Post Election Review (PER):  City of Babbitt, City of Duluth Precinct 19, City of Eveleth Precinct 6, City of Hibbing Precinct 7, Towns of Embarrass and Lakewood.  The PER will be held on Thursday, November 13, 2008, beginning at 10:00 a.m. in the County Boardroom, 2nd Floor, Courthouse, Duluth, MN.  Nelson/Stratioti moved to approve the six selections.  (5-0)
At 1:37 p.m., Johnson/Anderson moved to adjourn the St. Louis County Canvass Board Meeting.  (5-0)
